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From the Chairperson’s Desk 
1. I take privilege in presenting the Administration Report, 2021-22 of the 

Mumbai Port Authority.  The Central Government has appointed the 3rd day 

of November 2021 as the date on which the provision of the Major Port 

Authorities Act, 2021 (I of 2021) shall come into force, vide Gazette Notification 

No.S.O.4504 (E) dated 29.10.2021. Accordingly, the MPA Act, 2021 came into 

force w.e.f. 3.11.2021. The Members of the Board of Mumbai Port have 

accorded approval to the change the name of “Mumbai Port Trust” as “Mumbai 

Port Authority”.  I am indeed fortunate to present the first Administration 

Report of Mumbai Port Authority. 

 

2. As the Mumbai Port Authority, during the 75th Anniversary Year of 

India’s Independence (Azaadi Ka Amrut Mahotsav), forges into its historic 

sesquicentennial year, Mumbai Port assiduously strived to acquit itself 

creditably by handling 59.89 million metric tonnes in the year 2021-22 as 

against 53.32 million metric tonnes in the year 2020-21, thereby registering 

an increase of 12.32%. 
 

Notable achievements during the year 2021-22 
 

 Mumbai Port handled 3.07 million tonnes of Steel Cargo, which is 
highest in the last 5 years. Out of this, the Steel export cargo is 1.42 
million tonnes. This is highest ever Steel export cargo handled in a year, 
surpassing previous high of 1.04 million tonnes handled in 2013-14. 

 

 Crude Oil handled at Jawahar Dweep recorded all time high tonnage of 
20.54 million tonnes. (20.03 million tonnes in 2012-13). Also Coastal 
Crude loading recorded all time high of 5.27 million tonnes surpassing 
previous high of 4.55 million tonnes during 2012-13. 
 

 Sugar export at Mumbai Port during the year 2021-22 was 0.509 
million tonnes surpassing previous high of 0.399 million tonnes during 
2006-07. 48535 tonnes of Sugar was loaded on Vessel El Matador 
during February 2022, which is highest parcel size of Sugar Loaded at 
Mumbai Port. 
 

 Import of new commodity i.e. Pure Terepthalic Acid (PTA) in jumbo bags 
and other non-hazardous chemicals in jumbo bags commenced by 
weaning it from other ports.  The highest ship day output of 4811 MTs 
was achieved for PTA jumbo bags on vessel M.V. HTK Lucky on 
23.01.2022. 
 

 Mumbai Port introduced vessel berthing facility at night at the offshore 
container terminal. The first such vessel, M.V. Precious Ace, was 
berthed on April 30, 2021 at 2240 hours and sailed out on May 3 at 
0018 hours local time. During the 36-hour operation, the Ro-Ro vessel 
managed to load 2,105 vehicles and 378 packages with clear visibility.  
The vessel was able to complete loading earlier than expected, as 
berthing at night led to quick turnaround and the vessel could sail out 
early. 
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 Mumbai Port handled heavy packages as a Lift On/Off operation at 
Mumbai Port. The vessel Poolgracht berthed on May 7, 2021 at 2 ID 
and sailed out on May 11, loading 2 X H/L packages, weighing 961.125 
MTon each, carrying a total of 6 packages/1,928 MTons/7,242 CBM. 
 
The operation, given the weight and length of the cargo, was quite 
critical and was carried out under the strict supervision of the vessel’s 
crew as its stability had to be monitored by the Master/Chief Officer 
during the course of loading. The agency and stevedoring team along 
with the experienced staff of Mumbai Port, provided full support to the 
vessel crew in loading the heavy packages safely without causing any 
damage to the vessel or port property.  

 

 On June 15, 2021, the vessel M.V. Bahri Jeddah carrying 14 x 20 ft 
ISO tank containers of liquid medical oxygen along with other import 

cargo, arrived at Mumbai Port. The vessel was accorded highest priority 
berthing at the Offshore Container Terminal (OCT-1) berth.  

 

Efficiency parameters for the year 2021-22 as compared to 2020-21   
 

(a) Number of ships which entered the port were 5941 as against 5140 in 

2020-21, an increase of 5.58% over the previous year. 
 

(b) Average pre-berthing detention (Port Account) (in hrs.) was 0.46. 
 

(c) Average Turn-Round Time of Vessels (in days) was 3.21. 

 

Mumbai Port’s Finance Performance highlights for the year 2021-22 

 

 Operating Income during the year 2021-22 was Rs.1,896 crore as 

against Rs.1,705.96 crore in 2020-21 showing an increase of 11.20%.  

Operating Expenditure during the year 2021-22 was Rs.1110.57 crore 

as against the Operating Expenditure of Rs.1122.09 crore in the year 

2020-21 registering a decrease of 1.03%. 
 

 Operating Profit during the year 2021-22 was Rs.786.39 crore as 

against Rs.583.87 crore in 2020-21, thereby registering an increase of 

34.68%. 
 

 Profit Before Tax (PBT) amounted to (-) Rs.28.69 crore in 2021-22, as 

against a Surplus of Rs.95.03 crore in the year 2020-21.  Rs.598 crore 

was contributed to Pension Fund Trust. 

 

3. Mumbai Port has responded to the Swachha Bharat Abhiyan by 

imbibing Swachhata in its culture and is an ongoing process.  Mumbai Port 

Authority undertook the Swachhata Pakhwada activities from 16th to 30th 

September 2021 and a slew of programmes were organized in MbPA premises 

and residential colonies, with active participation of all departments/divisions 

and residents of colonies keeping in mind the COVID-19 protocols. 
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4. The International Yoga Day was celebrated on 21st June 2021.  Due to 

the raging Pandemic COVID-19, the programmes were conducted online 

through Video Conferencing. 
 

5. Constitution Day was celebrated at Mumbai Port Authority on 
26.11.2021. A lecture was organized on the Life Journey of Dr.Babasaheb 
Ambedkar, Father of Indian Constitution.   
 
6. In keeping with the call of the Government of India for celebrations of 

the 75th Anniversary of India’s Independence (Azaadi Ka Amrut Mahotsav), 

Mumbai Port undertook a slew of competitions with the theme of 

Independence of India and patriotism for its employees, stakeholders, family 

members, etc., viz., Essay, Patriotic Songs, Quiz, Drawing, Rangoli, Slogan, 

Marathon, etc.  MbPA also organized a series of lectures in connection with 

Azaadi Ka Amrut Mahotsav, viz., Career Guidance, Yoga, Nutrition & Exercise, 

Self-Defence Techniques, Save Energy Save Water, on freedom fighters.  MbPA 

also organized a Webinar on Green and Safe Port, Cycle Rally, Tree Plantation 

Drive, Dock visits for students, Health Check-up programme, felicitation of 

families of freedom fighters, provided assistance to orphanages/old age home, 

home for people in distress and hostels for under privileged children 

surrounding the port district.  
 

7. Mumbai Port being the country’s premium port serving the nation for 

close to 150 years, as a multi-purpose cargo handling port with dedicated 

efforts has attracted major auto manufacturers.  Manufacturers like Skoda, 

Volkswagon, Maruti Suzuki, Tata Motors, Mahindra & Mahindra, Fiat 

Chrysler, Mercedes Benz, Ashok Leyland and Eicher Motors use MbPA for 

their exports.  At the 8th International Samundra manthan Awards, 2021, 

Mumbai Port Authority was awarded 'Terminal of Year – Car Terminal' in a 

glittering ceremony held in Mumbai. 

 

8. Shri Sarbananda Sonowal, Hon’ble Union Minister of Ports, Shipping 

& Waterways took a comprehensive review of initiative taken by various ports 

for facilitating the Ease of Doing Business (EoDB) measures and Operational 

Efficiency Through Technology (OETT) to boost growth under PM Gati Shakti 

National Plan in presence of Shri Shantanu Thakur, Union Minister of State 

and Chairmen of all Major Ports, Inland Waterways Authority of India 

representatives and senior officials.  Shri Sonowal, Hon’ble Minister urged the 

officials to put emphasis on promotion of Atma Nirbhar Bharat mission and 

skill development so that the youth of the country can be benefitted.  

Dr.Sanjeev Ranjan, Secretary (Shipping) spoke on multi-modal connectivity, 

highlighting the seven pillars of growth under PM Gati Shakti, Smart, Mega 

and Green Ports, EoDB and Maritime India Vision (MIV) 2030. 

 

9. Mumbai Port Authority conducted a media interaction on                             

3rd March 2022 to showcase the progress and the outcome of the projects on 

the principle of PM Gati Shakti – National Master Plan for Multi-Modal 

connectivity in the presence of its stake holders.  Comprehensiveness, 

Prioritization, Optimization, Synchronization, Analytical and Dynamic were 

outlined as the six pillars of PM Gati Shakti.  Mumbai Port Authority has 
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brought two ambitious projects, viz., Mumbai International Cruise Terminal 

(MICT) and Floating Storage Regasification Unit (FSRU) under PM Gati Shakti 

– National Master Plan. 

 

10. Sagarmala is the flagship proramme of the Ministry of Shipping, 

Government of India initiated in the year 2015, to promote port-led 

development in the country by harnessing India’s 7500 km. long coastline, 

14500 km of potentially navigable waterways and strategic location on key 

international maritime trade routes.   Mumbai Port Authority being one of the 

beneficiaries from the Sagarmala Programme, on the completion of 7 years of 

Sagarmala held an exhibition in New Delhi to showcase the Port’s various 

achievements in these seven years, along with ongoing projects and future 

projects that are under the aegis of Sagarmala.  The initiative by the Port will 

not only generate employment opportunities, but will also add to maritime 

economy of the nation, enhance tourism and allied industries, add to the 

prosperity of Mumbai City and increase tremendous tourist flow nationally 

and internationally also. 
 

 

11. Mumbai Port Authority’s land holding are some of the best waterfront 

properties in this commercially important City of Mumbai, with excellent Road 

and Rail connectivity.  The land thus has immense opportunity to be 

developed as waterfront based development project to promote tourism and 

commercial activities, which are presently lacking in Mumbai.  Mumbai Port 

Authority, therefore, decided that an implementation of Master Plan is to be 

developed to utilize some of the Port Land. 

 

12. I express my gratitude to the Hon’ble Minister for Ports, Shipping & 

Waterways, the Ministry Officials for their guidance and support during these 

testing times.  I also thank the Members of the Board of Mumbai Port 

Authority for their unstinted support and valuable inputs while making 

crucial decisions.  I thank all the stake holders for their continued 

patronization of the Port.   I also place on record the co-operation of the Labour 

Leaders and express my gratitude to the employees and officers of the Port 

who stood shoulder to shoulder in achieving the targets. 

 

13. I also reiterate that the Mumbai Port Authority is entering its 

SESQUICENTINNIAL YEAR (150th Anniversary Year). A slew of celebrations 

have been outlined during the year. I solicit the participation of all Board 

Members, Stake Holders, Officers and employees of the Port in these 

celebrations to make it a grand success - historical moments etched in the 

memories of one and all.

1. TARIFF REVIEW:  
 
 

 

A. The Ministry of Law and Justice has notified the Major Port Authorities 

Act, 2021 in the Gazette of India dated 18th February 2021. The Ministry of 

Ports, Shipping and Waterways on 29th October 2021 has notified 3rd 

November 2021 as the date on which the provisions of Major Port 

Authorities Act, 2021 has come into force. 

 

 Ministry of Ports, Shipping & Waterways, vide letter No.PD-14024/5/2020-

PD-1(e343443) dated 03.11.2021 has forwarded Tariff Policy for Major Port 

Authorities, 2021 for fixation of Rates for Major Port’s services. 

 

 As per clause 1.6 of Tariff Policy for Major Port Authorities, 2021, Board of 

the Major Port Authorities shall constitute a committee, as per the 

provision of Section 14 of the Major Port Authorities Act, 2021 and the rules 

made thereafter by the Government, for the purpose of fixation and 

implementation of Scale of Rates, Fees and Conditions. 

 

 Board vide BR No.45 of 16.03.2022 has approved to constitute a Committee 

as per the Rule 4 of Major Port Authorities (Fixation and Implementation 

of Scale of Rates, Fees and Conditions) Rules 2021, an under: 

 

 a) Deputy Chairman   – Chairperson of the Committee 

 b) FA & CAO           -  Member 

 c) Deputy conservator   – Member 

 d) Traffic Manager          -  Member 

 e) Chief Mechanical Engineer – Member 

 f) Chief Engineer   -  Member  

 

 As per clause-7 of The Major Port Authorities (Fixation and implementation 

of Scale of Rates, Fees and Conditions) Rules 2021, Board vide BR No.44 of 

16.03.2022 has approved to adopt existing Scale of Rates, fees and 

conditions upto 02.10.2022 and published in the State Gazette on 14-20 

April 2022 and the same shall come into force from such date as may be 

notified by the Board in the said Gazette. 

 

 TAMP by its email dated 22.04.2020 had informed that considering 100% 

of variation in WPI occurring between 01.01.2019 and 01.01.2020, 

Authority has approved Annual Escalation of 1.88% for automatic 

indexation of SOR by Major Port Trusts for the year 2020-21 subject to 
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achievement of committed Performance Standards. MbPA has hold the 

implementation of indexed SOR for Cargo Related Charges in the light of 

COVID-19 pandemic and reviewed after lifting of the lockdown and same 

has been implemented (WPI – 1.88%) in cargo related charges and new 

rates (chapter III, IV, V, VI & Section 9.4 of SOR) with effect from 

10.04.2021. 

 

 TAMP by letter No.TAMP/12/2009-Misc dated 19.03.2021 has 

communicated that an indexation factor of 0.55% approved for computation 

of indexed SOR for the year 2021-22. The port has achieved committed 

Performance Standards in respect of Cargo Related services only. 

Accordingly, indexation factor of 0.55% implemented and new rates 

(chapter III, IV, V, VI & Section 9.4 of SOR) are made effective from 

01.05.2021.

2.    HUMAN RESOURCES AND WELFARE MEASURES: 

 

2.1  Training : For effective implementation of Human Resource Development 

Policy defined in the Strategic Plan of MbPA, thrust was given on Skill 

Development, Multi-skills, Improving Work Culture, Quality System Awareness 

& imparting intensive training. Although COVID 19 Pandemic had put the Port 

Management Training Centre(PMTC) on hold during April 21 to July 21 and in 

January 22, the PMTC has imparted training to 560 Port employees in 35 batches 

against the target of 725 employees. The training courses were conducted through 

internal and external faculties on various subjects covering various aspects such 

as (i) Port Traffic and Cargo Operation Management, (ii) Port Safety and Security,  

(iii) ERP Training and (iv)  Behavioral Science and Life Style Management. Special 

training courses for retiring employees were also conducted and more than 77 

employees attended the training. Keeping in view the Govt. directives, training 

programs on Awareness, prevention and redressal of sexual harassment 

complaints at work place and training course on SC/ST/OBC/PH Reservation 

policy including EWS and preparation of Roaster were conducted. Further 

Insurance Workshop by M/s.Sunrisk Management and Insurance Broking Srs. 

Pvt. Ltd. and lecture on Personal Finance Management for Women employees of 

MbPA were also organised. Group Meditation sessions were regularly conducted 

by PMTC. 

 

2.2 Implementation of Official Language:  Many programs were arranged 

to spread awareness of the official language Hindi amongst employees and to 

encourage them to carry out their day to day work in Hindi. In September 2021, 

Hindi Saptah was celebrated with enthusiasm from 14.9.2021 to 22.9.2021.  

During Hindi Saptah, various competitions such as Hindi Essay writing, Hindi 

Story writing & Hindi Poem writing were held through online mode due to Covid-

19 pandemic. One workshop was held in the month of March 2022. 

 

2.3 Welfare Measures:  An employees' Welfare Fund has been established to 

meet the expenditure on miscellaneous welfare activities of the employees.  The 

fund is utilized to meet the expenditure such as running Welfare 

Centers/activities, Libraries, Sports events, subsidized canteens and consumer 

stores, grant-in aid for sports and recreation activities, Scholarships and prizes to 

children of employees. Rs.66.44 crore were spent for the Welfare activities during 

2021-2022.   
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(a) Medical facilities:  The Port is running a hospital having 185 beds 

but operating 66 beds with 3 dispensaries having modern diagnostic 

and therapeutic facilities. The Port Trust is providing medical 

facilities to the employees, their family members, retired MbPT 

employees & their spouse, CISF personnel posted at MbPT and their 

family members. Hospital activity is divided into (i) Out-patient 

service; (ii) Curative service; (iii)  Diagnostic service; (iv)  In patient 

service; (v)  Medico-social work;  (vi)  Alcoholic Anonymous;  (vii)  

Rehabilitation (viii)  ART Center and  (ix) Quality control. At the 

beginning of the financial year 2021-22, there was outbreak of the 

third wave of pandemic COVID-19. During the year 2021-22 a total 

of 1519 in-patients were treated in the COVID wards and 1555 

patients were treated in Non-COVID wards, whereas as in financial 

year 2020-21, the Non-COVID in-patient total was 724 and the 

COVID inpatient total was 2969. The COVID Out-patient 

Department (OPD) attendance during the year 2021-22 was 1519 

patients, whereas in 2020-21 it was 4583 patients. During the year 

2021-22, in Non-COVID casualty section 2459 patients and in 

COVID casualty 1519 patients were treated, whereas in the earlier 

year 2020-21 the COVID Casualty attendance was 4583. The Non-

COVID casualty services are provided for 24 hours with 5 beds. 2 

Basic Life Support (BLS) and 1 Cardiac Ambulances are also 

available round the clock in the hospital.   

 

 As a part of up-gradation of hospital for post–graduation training, 

various degrees (DNB) and diploma (CPS) courses in General 

Medicine, Obstetrics & Gynecology, Orthopedics, Pediatrics, 

Ophthalmology, General Surgery, Radiology, Anesthesia, ENT & 

Dermatology were introduced w.e.f 1.2.1996. National Board of 

Examination, New Delhi, has accorded sanction to accreditation to 

Port Trust hospital for conducting courses in the specialties of 

General Surgery & General Medicine. The expenditure during the 

year 2021-22 incurred by the Medical Department was ` 124.11 

crore. 

  

 Port Trust hospital is in the process of upgradation to a 600 bedded 

Super Speciality hospital through PPP. A work order was issued to 

M/s. Ajinkya D. Y. Patil Infra Pvt. Ltd. on 13.8.2019 by the Board of 

Trustees for establishment of 600 bedded super specialty hospital 

with an option to develop a medical college and further expansion of 

hospital on Public Private Partnership (PPP) module within the 

existing MbPT hospital campus. The Concessionaire has registered 

Special Purpose Vehicle (SPV) in the name of M/s. Zodiac 

Healotronics Pvt. Ltd. under the Company Act 2013. Subsequently, 

on 3rd October, 2019, Concession Agreement was signed between 

MbPA, Concessionaire. The MbPA hospital will be handed over to 

the concessionaire once the fulfilment of conditions procedures as 

per Article 4 of the Concessionaire Agreement occurs and Ministry 

clearance. 
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(b) Welfare Center : During the year, several various Welfare 

activities were conducted for employees and their family members 

at 4 (four) Welfare centers located at different residential colonies 

namely (1) Nadkarni Park, Wadala  (2) Tejas Nagar (Reynolds Road) 

(3) Cotton Green Colony and (4) Sagargeet Colony, Worli.  

 

(c) Canteens :  Various articles of food and  beverages including 

snacks, meals etc. are served to employees as well as port users in                

6 departmental canteens, 1 Central Kitchen and  3 Co-operative 

society canteens located at various work places. 2 Kiosks in Docks 

are provided to cope up with 24 X 7 working in Docks and extended 

docks area. Catering services of Departmental Canteen at Jawahar 

Dweep for employees and port users have been outsourced to                                        

M/s. Saanvi Star Hospitality Pvt. Ltd. from 13.4.2018 till  30.4.2022. 

 

(d) Consumer Societies: To encourage co-operative movement among 

the Port Trust employees, co-operative canteens and societies are 

given premises, furniture etc. at nominal rent and also they are paid 

an annual subsidy to meet a part of wages of the staff of the societies. 

At present, there are three consumers' Co-operative Societies 

namely (1) MbPT Employees Consumer Co-op. Society Ltd. 

Mazgaon. (2) MbPT Sahakari Sahyog Society Ltd., Nadkarni Park 

old colony and   (3) Mumbai Dock Workers Co-op. Credit Society Ltd. 

serves the Port Trust employees residing in the colonies. 

 

 

(e) Protection against Sexual Harassment of Women at 

Workplace:   

 

 As per provisions of Section 4 of 'The Sexual Harassment of Women 

at Workplace (Prevention, Prohibition and Redressal) Act, 2013', the 

Internal Committee has been constituted in Mumbai Port Authority.  

The Internal Committee meets every quarter and also as and when 

required.   

 

 In the calendar year 2021, committee did not receive any new case. 

Due to Covid-19 pandemic restrictions, only 2 workshops, for 

sensitization of the employees could be conducted during the year. 

 

 As per the directives of MoPSW, to commemorate the                                       

9th anniversary of the ‘Prevention of Harassment of Women at 

workplace (Prevention, Prohibition and Redressal) Act, 2013’ on                          

9th December 2021, a one day Awareness programme was organized 

in MbPA. Also, a workshop on ‘Personal finance management’ was 

organized on 25.2.2022 for women employees.  

 

2.4 Sports and Cultural Activities : 

 

 The Major Ports Sports Control Board revived the Sports, post COVID-19, 

in the Calendar Year, 2021-22. Mumbai Port Authority’s Team participated in 13 

events. MbPA won the All India Major Ports Tournaments’ Gold in Body-Building 

and Hockey, Runners-up in Carrom, Cricket and Table Tennis events. The MbPA 
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Teams secured third place in Chess and Shuttle Badminton and also were the 

Semi-Finalists in Volley Ball.  MbPA also hosted the All India Major Ports Hockey 

Tournament, 2021-22 in Mumbai where they emerged as the Winners. Apart from 

these there were stellar individual performances especially in Athletics winning 

many medals and also in Chess, Carrom, Shuttle Badminton, Weight Lifting, Body 

Building, and Table-Tennis, in the All India Major Ports Tournaments, 2021-22. 

 

3. SAFETY AND CIVIL DEFENCE:  

 

3.1     Safety Cell : ‘National Safety Day’ was observed on 4.3.2022. The ‘Dock 

Safety Week’ was celebrated in the Mumbai Port from 21.03.2022 to 25.03.2022.  

During the safety week, training programs and workshops on safety aspects have 

organized for officers, staff, workers of MbPA and employees of Port Users. The 

Safety Cell has conducted 170 On-the-job safety training at various workplaces in 

the Port, in which 1864 workers have benefitted. Apart from that 22 nos. safety 

training programs were conducted at Port Management Training Centre and 

Safety Management Cell, in which 400 employees have been trained.  

 

3.2 Civil Defence:  The Civil Defence squads of men and women participated 

in the Independence Day parade held by Mumbai Port Authority. Due to Covid 

situation limited activities were carried out.  Warden  and Refresher courses were 

conducted for volunteers. 

 

4.         ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION:   

 

4.1 Mumbai Port has its own dedicated Environment Management Cell which 

monitors i) Pollution in sea water ii) Quality of Harbour water, Ambient Air 

Quality and Noise Pollution. Monitoring of water and air quality is carried out 

every month through third party MoEF approved laboratories as per EP Rule, 1986 

iii) Providing reception facilities for safe disposal of Garbage and Hazardous Waste 

generated from ships.  iv) Collection of floating debris from sea water. 

 

4.2 India is signatory to IMO convention on 'Prevention of Pollution at Sea' 

(MARPOL).  Hence, Mumbai Port Authority complies with the convention and 

provides Shore Reception Facility to vessels calling Mumbai Port.  Also, as per 

'Consent to Operate' terms and conditions Mumbai Port Authority complies with 

'Air Act-81, Water Act-74, Environment Protection Act-86'. Mumbai Port Authority 

has Environmental Management and Monitoring plan in place and steps are being 

taken to make Mumbai Port a Green Port. 

 

4.3.   A garden developed on the terrace of Central Kitchen is a model to re-cycle 

organic waste in an eco-friendly manner. The garden has won many awards 

including the garden competitions held by the National Council for Friends of 

Trees.  
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5. VIGILANCE  MEASURES :  

 

 Vigilance Department continued to be proactive. Measures such as surprise 

inspections, system improvement after study of procedures were carried out with 

a view to strengthen the system and restrict the incidence of corruption. 

Inspections of corruption prone areas were carried out on regular basis. Apart from 

this, inspection of major contracts and purchases was done.  During the year, 59 

complaints were handled.   Of these, 57 complaints have been disposed off after 

investigation & necessary action.  Vigilance Department continued its efforts of 

leveraging technology in Port functions for transparency. 

 

 Vigilance Awareness Week was observed in Mumbai Port Authority from 

26.10.2021 to 1.11.2021. During the Vigilance Awareness Week due to the 

pandemic situation, various online competitions like Poem Narration competition, 

Short Audio Messages Competition & Elocution Competition among the employees 

and their family members were organized. Also online Lecture-cum-Workshop on 

Disciplinary Proceedings was arranged for the officers and staff of Mumbai Port 

Authority. A talk by Shri Dinesh Kumar Jain, IAS, Hon’ble Non-Judicial Member 

of Lokpal of India, on the subject “Independent India @75: Self Reliance with 

Integrity” was arranged for officers of MbPA. One full day campaign for spreading 

the message of “Independent India @75: Self Reliance with Integrity” was aired on 

four channels of FM Radio. 

 

 Vigilance department has introduced a mobile application ‘Vigilance 

complaints’ under MbPA e-Seva for the use of Port’s stakeholders for lodging their 

complaints having Vigilance angle. In the mobile app, the provision is also there 

to attach JPEG/ PDF documents along with the complaint. 

 

 MbPA has enacted ‘Whistle Blower Policy’ for the stakeholders including 

the employees of MbPA. The Whistle Blower Policy contains the procedure for 

receiving the complaints relating to disclosure of any allegation of corruption or 

willful misuse of power or willful misuse of discretion by any MbPA employee and 

to inquire or cause an inquiry into such disclosure and to provide adequate 

safeguard against victimization of the person making such complaint and for 

matters connected therewith and incidental thereto.
