CHAPTER-1
SPECIAL FEATURES FOR THE YEAR 2022-23

1.1 Cargo Traffic:

. SMP, Kolkata reached a new high in 2022-23 with the Port handling 65.660 million tonnes (MT)
of cargo traffic, vis-a-vis 58.175 MT handled during 2021-22, an all-time record in the Port’s 152-year-
history, surpassing the previous highest of 63.983 MT handled in 2019-20, clocking a robust increase
of 12.87% over the previous year. SMPK got elevated from 6th to 5th position in cargo handling
amongst the Major Ports in 2022-23 vis-a-vis 2021-22.

> SMPK recorded highest ever absolute growth of traffic w.r.t. previous year during 2022-23
(7.485 MT) surpassing the previous highest of 6.94 MT achieved in 2017-18.

> In 2022-23, HDC handled 48.608 MMT cargo, incidentally the hig hest ever since its inception,
registering a rise of 13.37% over the previous year’s handling of 42.877 MMT and surpassing its
earlier record of 46.68 MMT in 2019-20. KDS handled 17.052 MT of cargo in 2022-23 vis-a-vis
15.298 MT in 2021-22 with an improvement of 11.47%. Incidentally, KDS’s highest handling of traffic
was in 2018-19, when it registered 18.551 MMT of Cargo.

» SMPK surpassed the Ministry’s target of 61 MMT for 2022-23 collectively and individually at both its
twin dock systems viz. HDC (44.5 MT on 3.3.2023) and KDS (16.50 MT on 22.3.2023).

1.2 Comparative Performance:

1.2.1 Comparative performance of SMP,Kolkata in 2022-23 in respect of the following commodities, vis-a-vis

1.22 3090 vessels called the Port during 2022-23 vis-a-vis 2957 in 2021-22 registering an increase of 4.5%.
SMP, Kolkata emerged 3rd highest regarding number of vessel calls at the Port during 2022-23, catering
to about 13.76% of the total number of vessels which worked at the Indian Major Ports in the year under
review.

1.3 Container Traffic:

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1.3.1SMP, Kolkata ranked 5th in 2022-23 amongst Indian Major Ports in handling Container TEUs. During
2022-23, 6,75,904 Container TEUs were handled at the Port vis-a-vis 7,35,195 TEUs during 2021-22.
Total Containerised tonnage handled at SMP, Kolkata was 10.59 million tonnes in 2022-23 vis-a-vis 11.8
million tonnes in 2021-22. .

1.3.2 KDS handled 5,68,722 TEUs in 2022-23 compared to 5,69,783 TEUs in 2021-22, recording a marginal
decline. In 2019-20 KDS achieved the highest ever container throughput of 6,75,439 TEUs. HDC
handled 1,07,182 TEUs in 2022-23 vis-a-vis 1,65,412 TEUs in 2021-22.

1.4 Vessel Traffic :

In 2022-23, 3056 merchant vessels left KDS and HDC with gross registered tonnage of 711 lakh tonnes,
vis-a-vis 2942 vessels with gross registered tonnage of 646 lakh tonnes in 2021-22. At KDS, 1092 and
at HDC, 1964 vessels left after cargo operation in 2022-23.

1.5 Railborne Traffic:

During 2022-23, SMP, Kolkata handled highest ever rail-borne traffic of 34.61 MMT (KDS-
5.79 MMT & HDC- 28.82 MMT) vis-a-vis 30.19 MMT (KDS-5.92 MMT & HDC-24.27 MMT) in
2021-22 registering a growth of about 14.64%. During 2022-23, 1594 rakes were received and 1641
dispatched at KDS; and 6350 rakes were received and 6348 were dispatched at HDC.

HDC of SMPK recorded highest ever handling of Rail borne traffic of 28.814 MMT in 2022-23
surpassing previous record of 24.269 MMT handled in 2021-22, registering a substantial growth of
18.73% .

1.6 Labour Situation:

Industrial Relations at SMP, Kolkata continued to be cordial and peaceful during the year 2022-23. No
man-days were lost at the port during the year on account of labour issues.

1.7 Notable Achievements/ Developments in 2022-23

° Financial

Ending the year on a high note, SMPK, posted a positive Net Surplus of Rs 304.07 crore in 2022-23
vis-a-vis Rs 120.51 crore in 2021-22. SMPK, for the past few years in a row, has been continuing its
upward trajectory of posting positive Net Surplus, having recorded Rs. 104.08 crore in 2020-21, Rs
82.54 crore in 2019-20 and Rs 65.13 crore in 2018-19.

° Operational

e Using Deep Drafted Facilities for Transshipment and STS operation

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v Using its deep-drafted facilities, SMPK almost doubled its Transhipment / Lighterage operation from
2.365 million tonnes in 2021-22 to 4.66 million tonnes in 2022-23 (a rise of 97%).

v' Ship-to-Ship (STS) Operations being carried out at Sandheads have particularly contributed to the
steep ascent of Transhipment cargo. 30 vessels of LPG, Propane and Butane were handled in this mode
in 2022-23 compared to 13 vessels during 2021-22. STS operation substantially reduced the cost of trade
by Rs 3 crore per voyage on an average.

SMPK recorded Highest rate of Container Unloading at NSD

On 23.06.2022, M.V. Spirit of Kolkata unloaded 350 TEUs amounting to 5806 MT of Containerised cargo
at 3 NSD within 5 Hours 50 Minutes, at a rate of 60.34 TEUs/Hour against the normal benchmark of 25
TEUs/Hour.

First shipment of Naptha from HDC to Bangladesh by barge through IBP Route

After LPG, 1.9 MT of Naptha was exported by I0C on 03.07.2022 from HDC to Bangladesh for Aqua
Refineries at Ghorashal through IBP route, which marked a new milestone for SMPK. This route
facilitates cost effective, environment-friendly and seamless movement of cargo.

Arrival of World’s Largest Cape vessel “M V Mineral Yangfan” at SMPK

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The Port created another distinctive record by handling MV MINERAL YANGFAN, a Cape Vessel with
LOA 299.92m and Beam 50m, a/c SAIL with the highest parcel load of 69,275 MT of Coking Coal for
lighterage on 31.08.2022, with Floating Cranes deployed at Sagar Anchorage. Earlier, such distinction
was achieved by M.V. CAPE SWAN, another Cape vessel, which arrived with 66,774 MT of Coking Coal
at HDC on 09.08.2022. Previously this much load used to be handled by 2-3 vessels. It could happen
with the great efforts of the Port employees and SAIL.

Other Landmarks of Cargo Handling at SMPK during 2022-23

On 29.03.2023, FSL Singapore accomplished 669 moves in just 21.6 hours, averaging around 31 moves
per hour at 5 NSD Berth using 2 MHCs at a single berth to achieve this unique output.

On 22.03.2023, 2200 MT of Petroleum Coke imported by Indian Carbon Ltd. was unloaded from barge
BDS SP-3 at 3 KPD in just 5 hours - a commendable feat to achieve.

Major Cargo Handling Feats achieved in 2022-23

In a single fiscal :

Highest number of Cape vessels: 33 Cape Vessels were handled in 2022-23 with 1,883,586 MT of
cargo vis-a-vis 14 such vessels with 1,527,046 MT during 2021-22 at SMPK.

Highest volume of Coking Coal: 11,824,517 MT of Coking Coal was handled at HDC in 2022-23. The
previous best was 8,633,267 tonnes handled in 2018-19.

Highest volume of LPG: 5,586,470 MT of LPG was handled in the current year at HDC breaking the
previous record of 5,473,970 MT handled in 2021-22.

Highest volume of Non Coking Coal: 8,273,276 tonnes of Non Coking Coal was handled in 2022-23,
the highest till date at HDC, surpassing the previous highest of 7,909,104 tonnes in 2018-19.

v" Highest volume of Limestone: 3,843,203 MT of Limestone was handled in 2022-23 at HDC, the highest
till date, breaking the previous record of 2,965,821 MT handled in 2019-20.

v" The highest volume of Other Liquids handled at KDS in 2022-23 was 6, 52, 721 thousand tonnes,
which exceeded the previous highest 1, 61, 971 thousand tonnes handled in 2019-20.

v" Highest volume of Fly Ash: 1,889,317 MT of Fly Ash was handled in 2022-23 at HDC, surpassing
1,752,486 MT, the previous highest handled during 2021-22.

° In a single month :

v" Highest volume of Coking Coal handled: 1,320,546 tonnes of Coking Coal, the highest till date,
was handled in August 2022 at HDC. The previous such distinction was achieved in June 2022, when
1,025,637 tonnes of Coking Coal was handled.

v" KDS recorded highest volume in a month in respect of Pulse (1,24,933 tonnes in January’23), Other
Liquids (1,10,186 tonnes in November 22 ) and Fertilizer (1,00,156 tonnes in February’23) in the recent
years.

° In a single day:

v" Highest Dry Bulk Cargo handled: On 12.03.2023, 1,48,286 MT was handled at HDC, exceeding the
previous record volume (1,46,587 MT) by 1.16 % achieved on 12.11.2020 at HDC.

v" Highest volume of cargo handled at Sandheads with Floating Cranes: On 30.01.2023, Floating
Cranes handled 23,150 MT of Coking Coal carried by MV. LEMON, surpassing 22,600 MT of Steam Coal
brought by MV.GOLDEN ENTERPRISE on 28.03.2020.

v" The highest volume of Other Liquids handled in a single day at KDS was 31,725 tonnes on 14.12.2022,
which exceeded the previous highest of 21,782 tonnes handled on 16.11.2022.

® Trade Scenario with Neighbouring Countries :

In 2022-23, cargo traffic of 4.04 MMT with Bangladesh and 1.87 MMT with Nepal was achieved.
Connectivity to NER through IBP route & Bangladesh / Trial Movement under ACMP:

v' The traditional cargo from SMPK bound for North Eastern Region largely gets transported through roads
& rails. Now, a more economical, environment-friendly alternative route via Chattogram & Mongla has
been established for dispatch of cargo to states like Assam, Meghalaya and Tripura.

v" SMPK as a part of Act-East Policy of Gol, envisages for more use of IBP/Coastal Route for transportation
of cargo from West Bengal/Kolkata to Assam/Meghalaya using Chittagong & Mongla Port of Bangladesh.
4 trial runs under ‘Agreement of Usage of Chittagong and Mongla Ports (ACMP)’ were organized by
SMPK for transporting Cement, Steel & Tea from KDS, through 4 Containers having total weight of 58
MT to NER states like Assam, Meghalaya, Tripura via IBP route through Kolkata - Bibirbazar and Kolkata
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- Chattogram-Tamabil routes. Journey commenced on 29.07.2022 and was successfully completed on
07.11.2022 in advance, with identification of last mile connectivity issues.

v" Among the 4 Containers, trial movement of 2 Containers and some Break Bulk Cargo moved by Barge
MV Rishad Rayhan from Khidderpore Dock to two different locations in the North East India viz Silchar
(Assam) and Nongpoh (Meghalaya) via Mongla Port, Bangladesh. In the 2nd phase, shipment of
container with TMT Bar, bound for Silchar was effected from NSD, SMPK aboard MV Trans Samudera
with the return container shipment of tea arriving from Silchar to SMP, Kolkata.

® A Major Push for PPP Projects :

v Award of Concession was issued to M/s Hooghly Oil & Gas Terminal on 17.08.2022 for Setting
up of Liquid Cargo Handling Jetty along with associated facilities (a Greenfield Project) at
Shalukkhali, Haldia Dock-1, at a cost of Rs 253.65 crore and capacity 2.43 MMTPA.

v" Concession agreement was signed with M/s Century Ports Ltd. on 26.09.2022 for the maiden
PPP Project of KDS, viz. “Rejuvenation of KPD-I West on PPP mode” at an estimated cost of Rs.
181.81 crores crore and capacity 5.5 MMTPA. Award of Concession was issued on 24.6.2023.

v' Concession agreement was signed on 15.09.2022 with M/s Adani Port & SEZ for Mechanization of Berth
no. 2 at HDC on PPP mode for handling Dry Bulk cargo with an estimated cost of Rs. 298.26 crore and
envisaged capacity addition of 3.744 MMTPA. Letter of Concession was awarded on 14.07.2023.
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Estate — further unlocking the potential

Development of Estate Master Plan : SMPK encompasses 11000 acres of land (KDS : 4500 &
HDC : 6500) and are used for Port and other allied activities. The Port has been leasing land for
various purposes as per Land Policy Guideline 2015. In order to have an organized development
on SMPK lands, a Master Plan is envisaged to be developed by reputed consultants for 30 years
for ensuring sustainable development of the land assets, in line with the growth and development
of the Port. A tender has been floated in this regard in January 2023 and bid evaluation is
currently underway.

Multi Modal Terminal of KDS: For developing the 1st Multi Modal Logistics Park in Kolkata, Eol
was floated and the offer is awaited shortly for allotment of land on 30 years lease. The project
area is approximately 60 acres and located within 2 kilometers of Kolkata Port. The project will
have state-of-the-art warehousing complex and cold storage along with Truck Terminal, railway
connectivity as well as other ancillary facilities.

Going Green Initiatives:

Solar Energy: At HDC, 1 MW Solar plant has been operating since August 2021 with an
envisaged capacity will be 1.15 MW as a new 150 KW solar plant is to be installed in 2023-
24. At KDS 160 KW Solar power plant has already been installed. Solar Power of 2.25 MW is
expected to be generated at KPD-Il by 2024-25 for which DPR is under preparation.

Reuse of Waste Water: Sewage Treatment Plant (STP) of 150 KLD costing Rs. 2.16 Cr. has
been commissioned at Taratala Port Quarters in April, 2023. In collaboration with IOC, a modern
STP (4 MLD) costing Rs. 14.5 Crore is also to come up at Haldia Township by 2024-25.

Electrical Operation of Cargo Handling Equipment: Two RMQCs at HDC are already
electrically operated. The 3rd RMQC, likely to be operational shortly at HDC, is also to be
electrically operated. The 200 Tonne Cantilever crane of KDS is already electrically operated.

SMPK’s Possession of Pride : Heritage Cruise Vessel cum Museum
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Waste to Wealth: As a best practice approach, SMPK in a unique collaboration with Eastern Navigation
Pvt Limited (ENPL) had offered a heritage vessel for domestic cruise. Built eight decades ago at Scotland,
Paddle Steamer Bhopal, arguably the last surviving paddle steamer in India, was till recently under the
possession of SMPK, having served myriad training needs of marine corps. It had almost exhausted
its economic value when it once again resumed its journey, in its second avatar on 7.10.2022, after
resurrection as a Heritage Cruise Vessel-cum-Museum with thorough repair and restoration. The under-
deck museum with rare maritime artifacts of vintage value / floating restaurant / edutainment is now one
of the iconic attractions of river and heritage cruise and is making successful commercial runs. In its
Special Campaign 2.0 launched by Government of India, envisaging disposal of scrap materials lying
in offices and operational areas, this innovative venture of SMPK with ESPL has been recognised by
Govt. of India, as a unique instance of converting ‘Waste to Wealth’.

v’ After its restoration, heritage tour A VOYAGE WITH TIME & TIDE was organized on 27.3.23 with

enthusiastic participation, as it touched the various land/water marks of river

REVIEW OF TRAFFIC

2.1 Traffic handled by SMP, Kolkata during 2022-23 was 65.660 million tonnes, vis-a-vis 58.175 million
tonnes (MMT) in 2021-22, implying an increase of 7.485 MMT (12.87%). Import traffic increased by
9.797 MMT (22.37%) and the export traffic declined by 2.312 MMT (16.08%) w.r.t previous year. Table
2.1 shows the comparative figures of traffic handled by SMP, Kolkata during the last five years.

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2.5 Container Traffic:

At SMP, Kolkata total number of Containers handled during 2022-23 was 6,75,904 TEUs vis-a-vis
7,35,195 TEUs in 2021-22. Containerized cargo handled at the Port was 105,86,545 tonnes in 2022-
23 vis-a-vis 117,94,299 tonnes in 2021-22. Container traffic materialization suffered due to COVID -19
Pandemic that ravaged global economy, shipping and trade activities in the past two years.

KDS handled container throughput of 5,68,722 TEUs in 2022-23 w.r.t. 5, 69,783 TEUs in 2021-22.
Containerized cargo handled at KDS in 2022-23 was 85,19,748 tonnes compared to 84,41,380 tonnes
in 2021-22, an increase of 0.93%. HDC handled 1,07,182 TEUs in 2022-23 vis-a-vis 1,65,412 TEUs
in 2021-22 and 20,66,797 tonnes of containerized cargo in 2022-23 compared to 33,52,919 tonnes in
2021-22.

Intermodal handling at KDS and HDC during 2022-23 was 5,65,341 TEUs and 1,41,453 TEUs,
respectively.

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During 2022-23, 695 feeder vessels, carrying exclusively containers and having connection with mother
vessels at relay ports like Singapore, Colombo, Port Klang, etc. were handled at KDS against 682 feeder
vessels handled during 2021-22. During 2022-23, the average parcel load of feeder vessels per voyage
for KDS was 801 TEUs against 826 TEUs in 2021-22.

2.12 Passenger Traffic:

Shipping Corporation of India (SCI) operates passenger services between SMPA, Kolkata and Port Blair for
carrying passengers from Mainland to Andaman and Nicobar Group of Islands and vice-versa. Vessels used for this
purpose during 2019-20 were M.V. Swaraj Dweep and M.V. Nancowry. In 2019-20, 4,340 passengers embarked
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and disembarked at KDS. During 2020-21 and 2021-22 there was no passenger movement by vessel to/from KDS,
primarily due to surge of COVID-19 Pandemic leading to prolonged lockdown in various phases. In 2022-23 ,
1049 passengers embarked and disembarked at KDS and the vessels used for this purpose were M.V.Campbell Bay
and M.V.Swaraj Dweep.

As a terminal port, SMPK has been offering dry dock facilities to cater to the diverse repair and
maintenance needs of the vessels calling at this port. All the dry docks are inside the impounded dock
system.

There are five dry docks of which three are in Kidderpore Dock and two are in Netaji Subhas Dock. The
maximum size of the vessels that can be accommodated in the dry docks are furnished below.

+ An agreement was inked on 28.3.2019 with Cochin Shipyard Ltd (CSL), India’s largest shipbuilding
and maintenance company, for upgradation, operation and management of the ship repair facility at
the 2 Dry Docks & Berth No. 6 NSD. Accordingly, 2 NS Dry Docks were handed over to CSL and
ship operation had started functioning at NS Dry Docks w.e.f. 29.9.2019 under the banner of ‘CSL
Kolkata Ship Repair Unit (CKSRU)'.

In 2022-23, 8 ships were dry docked at the CSL operated dry docks with corresponding 589 ccupancy
days.

+ Following Concession Agreement inked between GRSE and SMPK on 07.10.2021, 3 KP dry docks
were handed over to GRSE in December 2021.GRSE-KPDD Unit was inaugurated on 01.12.2021 to
usher in a dynamic partnership of new business opportunities in ship repair and refit between GRSE
and SMPK. Dry docking of first commercial vessel was undertaken successfully for repair on
12.01.2022, post signing of the Concession Agreement.

In 2022-23, 13 ships were dry docked at the various dry docks of GRSE-KPDD Unit with orresponding
368 occupancy days.
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2.14 Railway Traffic:

In 2022-23, the Port Railway traffic was 34.608 million tonnes. The shares of KDS and HDC in the
Railway traffic handled during 2022-23 were 5. 794 MMT and 28.814 MMT, respectively.

3.1 The total income of Syama Prasad Mookerjee Port, Kolkata during the period under report was
Rs.2985.48 crore as against the corresponding figure of Rs.2734.43 crore for the previous year. There is
a Net Surplus of Rs.304.07 crore before tax as against Net Surplus of Rs.120.51 Crore for the previous
year 2021-2022.

3.2 There has been increase of Rs.251.05 crore in the earning for the year 2022-23 over that of the previous
year 2021-2022. This is mainly due to increase in income from Cargo Handling & Storage Charges, Port
& Dock Charges, Railway Earnings and Estate Rentals.

3.7 Therevised standard norms of accounting as introduced by the Ministry of Shipping, RT & H, Government
of India, vide letter No.PR-20021/2/98 dated 06.11.2002, has been followed w.e.f. 01.04.2003 and one
Balance Sheet and one Profit & Loss A/c for Syama Prasad Mookerjee Port, Kolkata have been drawn
for the year ended 31st March,2023.

3.8 Operating Surplus for the year 2022-23 is Rs.984.26 crore as against Rs. 971.88 crore for the previous
year 2021-22.

3.9 Finance Act,2008 amended the provision of Section 2(15) of the Income Tax Act and due to the said
amendment, Syama Prasad Mookerjee Port, Kolkata was brought out of the purview of the Exemption
under section 12A of the Income Tax Act,1961. In terms of the assessment made by SMP, Kolkata,
provision for taxation amounting to Rs.157.76 crore has been made in the financial year 2022-23.

3.10 As per statute, recommendation No. 43 of the Major Ports Commission, for creation of reserve was
accepted by the Government. Accordingly, the Government had directed under Section 90 (1) of
the MPT Act, 1963 vide Order No. PGF-15/76 dated 23.09.76 to create two specific reserves viz. (i)
Replacement, Rehabilitation and Modernisation of the Capital Assets and (ii) Development, Repayment
of Loans and Contingencies. Provision of Rs.120 crore each has been made for these funds.

3.11 The Government of India had decided vide letter No.PR/15021/5/92-PG dated 2.2.1994 to reimburse

Dredging would not qualify for subsidy. This arrangement had continued till the year 2011-12. In terms
of Govt. Order bearing No. PD-11020/20/2014-KoPT dated 5th May, 2014 communicating approval
of scheme of financial assistance to SMP, Kolkata towards cost of dredging for the period from 2012-
13 to 2015-16 it was laid down that the release of the subsidy would be pegged with intermediate
milestones/performance parameter. The scheme for extension of financial assistance to SMPK for the
period from 2016-17 to 2019-20 was considered in terms of Govt Order bearing No. PD-11020/26/2016
dated 24.08.2017 in the PIB meeting held on 09-06-2017 under the chairmanship of Finance Secretary
& Secretary (Expenditure). In terms of Govt. Order bearing No F.25(15)/PF-11/2000 dated 23.02.2021
communicating approval of scheme of financial assistance to SMP, Kolkata towards cost of dredging for
the period from 2020-21 to 2023-24.

The amount of Rs 175.59 crore released by Ministry comprises of arrear dues of on account of River
Dredging and River Maintenance amounting to Rs.28.20 crore & 21.55 crore for 2017-18 and 2018-19
respectively and Maintenance Dredging in the Shipping Channel leading to Haldia amounting to Rs
62.23 crore & Rs.63.61 for the year 2017-18 and 2018-19.After release of the above amount,a balance
of Rs 825.58 crore is due from the Ministry comprising of Rs Rs 40.69crore for 2018-19,Rs 62.05 crore
for 2019-20 ,Rs. 90.23 crore for 2020-21 and Rs. 86.53 crore for 2021-22 on account of River Dredging
and River Maintenance and Rs 115.83 crore for 2018-19, Rs 148.87 crore for 2019-20,Rs 124.75 crore
for 2020-21 and Rs. 156.53 crore for 2021-22 on account of Maintenance Dredging in the Shipping
Channel leading to Haldia.

3.13 Intheyear2021-22 SMP,Kolkata has billed Rs. 374,63,13,874.00 towards reimbursement of expenditure
on account of dredging by Govt. of India.The Audit has allowed Rs.362,93,22,115.00.However, in terms
of PIB approval,SMPK is entitled to Rs.251,25,00,000.00 for the financial year 2021-22.

3.14 During the year 2022-23, SMPK incurred River Dredging & River Maintenance of 3128,29,48,452.83
and Maintenance Dredging in the Shipping Channel leading to Haldia of ¥ 297,45,69,687.97 which is
subject to Audit by the C&AG. As per PIB approval the assistance will be restricted to ¥256,00,00,000.00
(River Dredging and River Maintenance ¥ 77,14,00,000.00 and Maintenance Dredging in the Shipping
Channel leading to Haldia ¥178,86,00,000.00).

3.15 Construction of RoB cum Flyover at Ranichak crossing was approved by the BOT in the 10th meeting
held on 8th June 2015. Subsequently, M.O.U was signed on 8th January 2016 with N.H.A.I for executing
the said work. Changes in modalities of implementation of the scheme were also approved by BOT on
22nd January 2016. In connection with execution of the said scheme SMPT, HDC transferred 27.491
acres of land at Ranichak to N.H.A.l on 09-03-2016. The said land shall be used for construction of RoB
cum Flyover at Ranichak by Calcutta Haldia Port Road Company Limited (CHPRCL), a SPV and 100%
subsidiary of N.H.A.I. The value of the land transferred, determined in accordance with the extant Land
Policy Guidelines of the G.O.l, comes to 329,45,55,486.00. As consideration thereof CHPRCL shall
allot equity shares to SMPK against aforesaid value of land so transferred. Since SMPK, HDC is yet to
receive the shares from CHRPCL the effect of such transfer of land has not been shown in accounts.

In order to take over the Current Assets and Current Liabilities of CIWTCL, ‘Due Diligence’ of CIWTCL
Accounts had been conducted by a reputed firm, Price Waterhouse Coopers, LLP (PWC)’ for the year
FY 2021-22 and the firm had submitted its report.

MoPSW, vide letter dated September 07, 2022, conveyed the approval for closure of CIWTCL and
transfer of current assets and liabilities to SMPK. On 30th March 2023 all current assets and liabilities
including Bank Balances and Fixed Deposits were transferred to SMPK.

The net amount of ¥ 43,81,26,811 is shown as payable to the Government of India.

3.17 Hooghly Dock and Port Engineers Limited (HDPEL), organisation under the Ministry of Ports, Shipping
and Waterways conveyed the approval of liquidation of the company under the provision of companies
Act 2013 vide letter dated 05th August 2013.

CMD, HDPEL vide his letter dated 20.09.2022 communicated to Chairman, SMPK to consider the
proposal of transfer of Assets, Liabilities, and litigations from HDPEL to SMPK and forward the same to
MOPSW with the views of SMPK for taking the process forward for closure of HDPEL as per section 248
of the Companies Act 2013.

In order to take over the Current Assets and Current Liabilities of HDPEL, ‘Due Diligence’ had been
conducted by a reputed firm, Grant Thornton Bharat LLP, (GT), for the year FY 2021-22 and YTD
September 2022 of HDPEL Accounts and submitted their report.

MoPSW vide letter dated March 13, 2023, conveyed the approval for closure of HDPEL and transfer of
Current assets and liabilities to SMPK. On 28th March 2023, all current assets and liabilities as on date
was transferred to SMPK along with bank balances.

The net amount assessed to the tune of T 6,11,53,557.05, has been shown as Receivables from
Government of India.

3.18 In terms of the provisions of Section 36 (1) (iv) of the Income Tax Act, 1961, read with Rule 89 (i) of the
Income Tax Rules, 1962, the Trustees have entered into Schemes with the Life Insurance Corporation of
India for the purpose of creation of “Superannuation Fund” and “Gratuity Fund”. The said two Funds are
maintained separately under separate Trust Deeds in the name of (1) “Kolkata Port Trust Employees’
Superannuation Fund” and (2) “Kolkata Port Trust Employees’ Gratuity Fund”, covering the liability
towards payment of retirement benefits including monthly pension. During 2022-23, SMPK have
physically contributed Rs.387,94,20,000.00 to the said Superannuation Fund. Contribution to Gratuity
Fund was Rs.68,50,00,000.00. Separate Balance Sheet and the Income and Expenditure account of
these Funds as on 31.3.2023 are drawn.

3.19 Actuarial valuation towards the liability for Pension for regular employees as on 31st March, 2023 is
Rs 1925.20 crore. Actuarial valuation towards the liability for Gratuity for regular employees as on
31st March’2023 is Rs 304.43 crore. The balance available in such funds with LICI is Rs1714.33
crore (Kolkata Port Trust Employees’ Superannuation Fund Rs 1420.60 crore and Kolkata Port Trust
Employees’ Gratuity Fund Rs 293.73 crore) as against the total Actuarial Valuation of Rs 2229.63 crore.
Moreover, a sum of Rs 515.30 crore has provided for Superannuation Fund as liability.

3.20 Net amount of Rs.299,73,18,025.16 has been booked for capital expenditure during the year 2022-23.

3.21 Investment balance of “SMPK Retirement Benefit Employees Account” internally maintained is
Rs.550,99,72,000.00 as on 31.03.2023. Interest on investment of fund maintained by SMPK towards
“SMPK Retirement Benefit Employees Account amounting to ¥48,39,28,091.18.00 has been directly
credited to the said Fund during the year 2022-23.

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CHAPTER -V

NAVIGATIONAL CHANNEL TO THE PORT

5.1 Assessment of condition of navigational channel leading to Kolkata Dock System (KDS) and Haldia
Dock Complex (HDC) through River Hooghly is made for following sections.

(i) For KDS, governing depths in the channel downstream of Kolkata through the Hooghly Point area
bars at upper reaches and Silver Tree crossing / Maragolia area at lower reaches through eastern
flank of the estuary.

(i)  For HDC, governing depths in the channel downstream of Haldia through Haldia— Jellingham —
Eden Channel running through western flank of the estuary.

5.2 Draughts at both KDS and HDC vary with the river bathymetry, in long and short terms. The
bathymetry is governed by morphological changes manifested by complex interaction of
tides, dry season upland discharge, monsoon run-off, sediment characteristics, geo-technical,
environmental, meteorological conditions and engineering interventions like River Training/
Bank Protection works, Maintenance Dredging and many other anthropogenic interventions.

5.3 In order to ensure stability of navigational channel and to avail of maximum possible depths,
river maintenance in the form of river training works and river dredging are taken up at different
locations.

5.4 Average monsoon (July to October, 2022) discharge in river Bhagirathi at Swarupgunj, situated
about 120 Km upstream of Kolkata, was 1491.79 m3/ second (52,683 Cusec. approx.) including
the discharge from Farakka Barrage. The peak discharge of River Bhagirathi was 2357.41m3/
second (83,252 Cusec. approx.) as observed on 19th September 2022 at Swarupgunj.

5.5 In the navigational channel leading to KDS en route Rangafalla channel (upstream of Sagar) and
in the shipping channel leading to HDC, there are number of bars and crossings. Table 5.1 gives
the mean navigable depths over these bars during the freshet and dry season periods for the
year 2021-2022 and 2022-2023.

5.6 During the freshet period (July 2022 to October 2022), shifts of navigation tracks occurred over Pir
Serang, Moyapur, Royapur, Nurpur and Lower Jellingham Crossing; while during the dry season
(November 2022 to March 2023) shifts of tracks occurred over Panchpara, Pir Serang, Kukrahatti,
Moyapur, Royapur, Phalta, Ninan and Nurpur.

5.7 To sustain navigable depths, dredging was carried out in the River Hooghly in association with River
Training Works. Table 5.2 gives the bar-wise dredging data for the years 2020-21, 2021-22 and 2022-23.
Table 5.3 gives the dredger-wise, bar-wise dredging data for 2022-23. Table 5.4 shows the performance
of Dredgers in 2022-23.

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5.8 River Training Works:

A number of River Training Works (Spurs and Bank Protection works) were done at various critical
stretches of the river Hooghly at different points of time by Syama Prasad Mookerjee Port (SMP, Kolkata)
to achieve the following objectives: -

° To restrict widening of the river due to bank erosion.

. To guide the river-flow to the desired location to channelize wide, poorly-defined streams into well-
defined channels.

. To stabilize navigable tracks.
. To optimize / reduce/ eliminate requirement of Dredging.
. To hold the estuarine frame.

While undertaking such RT works, it is ensured that neither the nearby areas are inundated nor any new
course of flow formed beyond the estuarine frame.

The River Training (RT) structures built by SMPK at different locations are monitored regularly and are
functioning effectively. However, due to varying hydrodynamic condition of the Bhagirathi-Hooghly River
system combined with morphological changes, some of the RT Works get disturbed and require maintenance
from time to time.

A. Maintenance of Spurs in Kalpi & Nischintapur Reach:

The River Training Measure, in the form of series of spurs (154 in number) built during the seventies,
along the left bank of the river from Kalpi Pagoda to Silver Tree Point is crucial for holding the estuarine
frame. The upstream spurs (towards Kalpi Pagoda end) in the group have been extremely effective
in stabilizing the adjacent shipping channel and have formed the stable river foreshore, requiring no
maintenance for decades. With the regular physical inspection and detailed hydrographic surveys, it
was observed that few Spurs at the downstream of those nourished during 2010, got damaged exposing
the bank to severe erosion. As the spurs in the group work in orchestration to maintain the shipping
channel, damaged spurs (forming part of the group) were required to be made good to prevent damage
to the adjacent spurs that had already been nourished / rebuilt and also to prevent sedimentation into
the river system from the eroding river bank, corrective measures were formulated to maintain the
10 (ten) Spurs, starting from No.130 to 139. Considering the huge magnitude of work needed to be
executed in the context of limited working time window of calm weather period, remote work location in
open estuary, etc. the total work of nourishment / rebuilding was phased out into two work packages. On
the basis of criticality, it was planned to execute the nourishment/ rebuilding works of spur No. 132,133,
134 & 135 during the 1st phase and rest of the work, in next fair-weather season. Due to Covid-19
pandemic situation followed by non-performance of the contractor, the execution of the 1st phase work
was delayed. The work has been taken up and execution is in progress.

Considering the necessity of the nourishment work, the execution of 2nd work package comprising
nourishment of Spur No.s 130, 131, 136, 137, 138 and 139 has also been taken up for execution.
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Work of nourishment and re-building of spurs at Nischintapur is in progress

B. Maintenance of Spurs in Moyapur-Phalta-Shibgunj-Ninan-Nurpur Reaches: The spur
groups at Moyapur-Phalta-Shibgunj-Ninan-Nurpur Reaches have been monitored by regular bathymetric
survey as well as hydrological observation to assess the efficacy of the spurs, general morphological
changes vis-a-vis flow in the vicinity of spurs. The spurs are functioning effectively.

C. Bank Protection work at Shalukkhali, Haldia:

Phase-1 of Bank protection work covering 1050 m (approx) in front of proposed bulk / liquid cargo
handling terminal at Shalukkhali, Haldia has been completed.

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Planning of Bank Protection Scheme along left bank of River Hooghly at Phalta:

Perennial instability of Phalta reach and resultant difficulties for safe and smooth navigation has been a
great concern for Port authority. Natural development of a new channel in the Phalta Reach destabilized
the navigable depth to an alarming level during 2020-21, which warranted exploration of a permanent
solution to the aforesaid perennial problem. Based on the Mathematical Model studies by NTCPWC, IIT-
Madras, it was decided to protect the eroding left bank to prevent further erosion and restore / reclaim
eroded bank to the extent possible by adopting suitable measure. Accordingly, it was decided to take
up bank protective measure by constructing series (55 Nos.) of short spurs at left bank at Phalta in
Phase-l and nourishment / strengthening of existing spurs along with introduction of additional River
Training structures in the right bank in Phase-Il, if required, depending on the efficacy of Phase-| works.
Tendering process for Phase-l works is expected to be taken up soon.

Information & Communication Technology (ICT)

SMPK is on a continuous drive to provide customer-centric ICT and IT-enabled services. There have
been continuous improvement/ enhancement in the services through induction of state-of-the-art
Information Technologies and IT based practices. Some of the notable areas are indicated below:

Vessel Traffic Management System (VTMS):

VTM System of SMPA, Kolkata has been in use round the clock for providing guidance to the vessels
plying in the Hooghly Estuary since 1996 as the first port in India. Due to prolonged use, the system
outlived its economic life, and accordingly, has been upgraded. Upgraded networked VTMS was
commissioned in June, 2015, pertaining to opening of Eden Channel for shipping, which comprises
4 stations (viz. Sagar, Haldia, Frasergunj and Dadanpatra) with Radar and Automatic Identification
System (AIS), connected by microwave data link, with an additional feature of VolP based VHF system.
VolIP based VHF system enables the VTMS operator to choose any of the four base stations’ VHF for
communication with plying vessels. VTMS is functioning round the clock (24 x 365) throughout the year
for providing effective navigational aid to the plying vessels in the Hooghly Estuary. Main VTMS Control
Stations are situated at Haldia and Sagar for operating four (4) Radar & AIS Stations and for providing
guidance to the inbound and outbound vessels of SMPA, Kolkata. VTM System has enhanced safety of
navigation and helped to maintain uninterrupted navigation round the clock, even during night.

B. Port Operations Management System (POMS)

Implementation and enhancement of Port Operations Management System (POMS), Port Community
System (PCS), and provision for catering to online enquiries from port users deserve special note in
order to ensure wide coverage and minimal transaction costs for port users. SMPK makes heavy use
of PCS to eliminate the need for hard copies of various documents. Only through the IPA-PCS interface
has the shipping line/container agent been able to fill out COPRAR and CARREQ. POMS has been
used in the fields of vessel, cargo, and container handling, as well as related tax collection. Apart from
other services, port users receive relevant bills via email automatically. In addition, an online payment
system has been implemented. Implementation of numerous application software modules for Finance,
Estate, Hospital, Materials Management, and Payroll further strengthens the use of ICT for efficient
internal operations and external services (Salary, PF and Pension, etc.).

5.10 New Initiatives:

A. Installationof Automated Tide Gauge (ATG) in the river Hooghly& its Estuary

The sailing windows for both the Dock Systems of SMPA are restricted due to tidal variation along the
entire shipping channel. Thus, assessment of tide remained crucial for safe and smooth navigation
through the shipping channel.
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With an objective of meeting a long-standing marine requirement of SMPA to acquire suitable system
for continuous monitoring and disseminating tidal data in real time, SMPA has installed 13 Automated
Tide Gauge (ATG) stations at different places across the River Hooghly & its estuary covering a stretch
of 206 Km (approximately), as an R & D initiative, through NTCPWC-IIT Madras. The data captured are
streamed real time through telemetry.

6.1 The total approved outlay viz. for BE 2022-23 and RE 2022-23 for capital works costing above
Rs. 10 crore at SMP, Kolkata during 2022-23 were Rs. 238.41 crore and Rs. 222.74 crore
respectively. Besides, for other capital works (costing upto Rs. 10 crore), BE 2022-23 and
RE 2022-23 of Rs. 121.59 crore and Rs. 100.35 crore respectively were earmarked in 2022-23.

7.3. Labour situation during the year 2022-23

During the period 1.4.2022 to 31.3.2023, the industrial relations scenario in SMPK remained cordial and
peaceful. No manday was lost on account of SMPK labourers during the year.
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7.4. Safety, Health & Welfare of the workers

The dock workers in Syama Prasad Mookerjee Port, Kolkata are covered by the Dock Workers’ (Safety,
Health & Welfare) Act, 1986 and the Regulations framed thereunder. On the other hand, the workers
in workshops are covered by the Factories Act, 1948. All the provisions relating to Safety, Health and
Welfare of the employees of the Port are strictly followed.

There is a Safety Committee in the name of “Safety Committee for the Port of Kolkata” comprising port
officials, port users, representatives of Labour Unions and Inspectorate Dock Safety to ensure safety
at work place, to investigate into the causes of accident and unsafe processes in dock work and to
suggest remedial measures, to look into health hazards associated with handling of cargo including use
of personal protective equipment, to suggest measures for improvement to welfare amenities inside the
docks as also other miscellaneous aspects of safety, health and welfare in dock work. The Committee
is headed by the Deputy Chairman and it meets at regular intervals. In addition to maintaining a
safe environment at work place, periodical testing of lifting appliances and gears is undertaken and
occupational health services with provision of first-aid and emergency treatment, pre-placement and
periodical medical examination of dock workers by specialist doctors are also available. First Aid Boxes
have been provided and regularly checked. Amenities like washing facilities, ambulance, stretchers, rest
shelters/rest rooms etc. have also been provided for dock workers at their workplaces. Safety Officer and
officers of concerned Departments regularly visit Docks. Regular sensitization drive and programmes
are organized for awareness and importance of workers. In Haldia Dock Complex, a separate Safety
Committee headed by Deputy Chairpersion, HDC is functioning at local level.

7.5 Training of Workers

For upgrading the skills of the port and dock workers, familiarization of new entrants and to inculcate
the need for maintaining safety at work places, the employees/workers of SMPK are imparted regular
training at Centre for Human Resource Excellence, Hide Road, recently relocated to Subhash Bhavan.
The Centre is equipped with computers, projector and other audio-visual equipments, books, lifting
appliances, gears etc. to facilitate training of the workers. The Centre also runs training courses for the
workers of the Stevedores on a nominal charge. During the year 2022-23, 99 training programmes and
seminars were held at the Centre for Human Resource Excellence at Kolkata involving 1521 participants.
The Centre has started holding workshops / seminars for senior Class-I Officers as well.

In addition to the above, several Programs, both online and off-line, relating to Behavioural Management,
under the caption “Under The Bodhi Tree” were also held at the Centre.

At HDC, total 134 training programmes, inhouse and outside combined, were held where training was
imparted to 6868 heads.

7.6. Social Security Measures

There are various social security and welfare measures for the employees like membership of provident
fund, payment of gratuity, pension, accident compensation, leave travel concession/home-town travel
concession, indoor and outdoor medical facilities, loan fund etc. Other such activities include awarding
medals and grant of scholarships to meritorious wards of SMPK employees, gift of silver mementoes to
retiring employees and recreational facilities under different clubs and institutes. There is a Women Cell
to look after the welfare of female employees. The employees can also avail of Port accommodation if
they so desire.

7.7. Accidents

Particulars of accidents during the year 2022-23 have been furnished in the prescribed format for SMPK
(Annexure-XXl). Three (3) fatal accidents and one (1) non-fatal accident took place during the year
2022-23.
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7.8. Corporate Social Responsibility

7.8.1 In terms of guidelines dated 04.03.2020 on Corporate Social Responsibility (CSR) for Major Ports,
CSR budget, as a percentage of net profit, should be mandatorily created, in sync with CSR
guidelines, through a Board Resolution to be approved by Ministry. SMPK made a net profit of
Rs.30.26 crore after taxation in the year 2022-23.
