1. International and Domestic Factors Related to Seaborne Trade.

1. Global economic growth underperformed in 2013, with the situation in developed
economies improving slightly and a number of setbacks constraining economic activity in
developing regions. World GDP expanded by 2.3 per cent in 2013, the same rate as the
previous year. The performance across the major country groupings was uneven. Growth in
GDP in developed economies accelerated to 1.3 per cent as compared with 2012, while it
decelerated in developing economies and the economies in transition. These trends
highlight some redistribution of economic growth away from developing countries to the

advanced economies.

1.2  Growth in GDP in the United States of America slowed down from 2.3 per cent in
2012 to 2.2 per cent in 2013 while the European Union appeared to be emerging from the
long recession as growth improved slightly (0.1 per cent in 2013 as compared with -0.3 per
cent in 2012). Economic growth in Japan remained positive and expanded at a faster rate
than in 2012 (1.6 per cent), reflecting, in particular, the stimulus effect of the monetary

policies in place.

1.3  Developing countries — the global growth catalyst of recent years — have been facing
difficulties stemming from some domestic challenges and unfavourable external conditions,
including weaker investor sentiment, a relative slowdown in China’s growth, and financial-

sector disturbances.

1.4  Growth in the transition economies was particularly affected by the rapid deceleration
of GDP growth in the Russian Federation (1.3 per cent in 2013, down from 3.4 per cent in
2012).

1.5 Growth in GDP, merchandise trade and seaborne shipments are interlinked and

continue to move in tandem. Trade can generally grow faster or slower than GDP, although

since the 1990s it has tended to grow about twice as fast.

Emerging Trends Affecting Seaborne Trade

1.7 The performance of world seaborne trade in 2013 was shaped by various trends,
including a more balanced growth in demand (trade), a continued persistent oversupply in
the world fleet across the various market segments relatively high bunker price levels, as
well as a wider use of slow steaming, especially in the container-ship sector. Volumes
expanded at the slower rate of 3.8 per cent, taking the total to nearly 9.6 billion tonnes. Of
these shipments, dry cargo (major and minor dry commodities carried in bulk, general
cargo, breakbulk and containerized trade) accounted for the largest share (70.2 per cent),
followed by tanker trade (crude oil, petroleum product and gas) which held a 29.8 per cent
share. Much of the expansion in 2013 continued to be driven by growth in dry-cargo flows
which grew by 5.5 per cent to reach 6.7 billion tonnes.

1.8 While in 2013 economic growth decelerated in developing countries, they
nevertheless continued to contribute larger shares to international seaborne trade. Their
contribution in terms of global goods loaded increased to 61 per cent up from 60 per cent in
2012, while their import demand as measured by the volume of goods unloaded reached 60
per cent up from 58 per cent in 2012. The shares of goods loaded and unloaded in
developing countries have become almost on a par in recent years.

1.9 Asia remained the main loading and unloading area in 2013 with its share of imports
(unloading) being particularly dominant. Other major loading areas were, in descending
order, the Americas, Europe, Oceania and Africa. On the unloading side, the other regions
with the largest shares, besides Asia, in ascending order were Europe, the Americas, Africa
and Oceania. These shares are likely to further evolve with changing trade patterns and
partners, the emergence of Africa and developing America as areas with a significant
growth potential, and fast growing trade on secondary container trade routes supporting
South—South and intraregional trade.

Crude Oil and Petroleum products

1.10 Global crude oil shipments fell by 1.7 per cent in 2013 with total volumes
averaging 1.8 billion tonnes. Factors at play included the supply and demand dynamics
resulting from geopolitical disruptions, growing domestic production in the traditionally
largest consumer market, as well as the overall weak global economic conditions and
constrained demand. Weaker demand for imported crude oil in the United States and
refinery closures in Europe contributed significantly to the decline. Main unloading ports or
importing areas were located in Japan, North America, Europe and developing Asia. Crude
oil imports into the United States fell by 13 per cent from 7.7 million to 6.7 million barrels per
day (bpd) (British Petroleum, 2014), the lowest level recorded for more than two decades.
Imports also fell in Canada and Japan. Elsewhere, China’s seaborne crude imports
increased by 6.8 per cent reaching 7.7 million bpd and therefore surpassing the United
States as the world’s largest net oil importer. Other importers, including Africa, developing
America, Australia, Europe, India and Singapore have all increased their crude oil imports,
although at different rates. Imports into Asia reflect growing consumption needs but also
efforts by countries in the region, including China and India, to build local refineries.

1.11 Major crude oil loading areas continued to be located in Western Asia, Africa,
developing America and the transition economies. Almost all major crude oil exporters
reduced their exports or matched the 2012 levels. While Canada increased its crude oil
shipments in 2013 (8.6 per cent), others, including developing America, Western Asia, the

transition economies and Africa have seen their exports constrained.

1.12 In 2013, oil product shipments increased by 4.7 per cent, compensating to
some extent for the drop in crude oil shipments. Estimates by UNCTAD suggest that world
oil product shipments, including gas trade, have increased by 3.1 per cent from 1.06 billion
tonnes in 2012 to 1.09 billion tonnes in 2013, driven in particular by growing export volumes
from the United States (+18.5 per cent in 2013). As the surplus crude oil volumes produced
in the United States could not be exported, refineries in the country are processing the
crude with a view to oil product exports. In 2013, China, the economies in transition, Europe,
Singapore and Western Asia increased their shipments, while in some regions exports
either contracted (Africa, developing America and India) or came to a standstill (Canada).



Dry-cargo Bulks:

1.13 Dry-bulk commodities are the backbone of international seaborne trade,
reflecting, in particular, the fast growing demand from emerging developing regions. In 2013,
world dry-cargo shipments reached 6.7 billion tonnes, a 5.5 per cent growth over 2012. The
dry-bulks trade increased by 5.6 per cent and accounted for 64.6 per cent of global dry-
cargo volumes. Of this total, the five major dry bulks totalled about 2.9 billion tonnes while
minor dry bulks reached 1.4 billion tonnes. The five major dry bulk commodities continued
to drive growth in this market segment rising by 6.5 per cent in 2013 as compared with 3.5
per cent in 2012.

Coal

1.14 In 2013, the total volume of coal shipments (thermal and coking) increased by
5.0 per cent to reach 1.18 billion tonnes. Accounting for nearly 78.0 per cent of the coal
trade, thermal shipments increased by 2.9 per cent, a rate much slower than the 14.6 per
cent recorded in 2012. Asian imports are the main contributor to global coal trade with
volumes expanding rapidly over recent years. Asia’s thermal coal import volumes recorded
the fastest growth (5.3 per cent) while import volumes into the European Union contracted
by 5.9 per cent. Major importers included China, Germany, India, Japan, Malaysia, the
Republic of Korea, Taiwan Province of China and the United Kingdom.

Iron ore shipments and steel production and consumption

1.15 Reflecting continued growth in the steel industry, global iron-ore trade
increased by 7.1 per cent with volumes doubling between 2004 and 2013. Iron-ore
shipments totalled nearly 1.2 billion tonnes in 2013 up from 1.1 billion tonnes in 2012 and
593 million tonnes in 2004. Major iron-ore exporters were Australia and Brazil, which
together accounted for 75.6 per cent of world iron-ore shipments in 2013. However, other
smaller suppliers are increasingly emerging as important markets that can offer promising
prospects for shipping, especially in Africa. In 2013, while the majority of dry-bulk exports
were shipped from South Africa, other African countries have also been contributing larger
shares. These include iron-ore exporters from Liberia and Sierra Leone and coal exports
from Mozambique. Expansion of coal and iron ore mining capacity, including in Guinea, are
likely to significantly increase dry-bulk cargo volumes shipped out from Africa. India’s iron-
ore exports declined while its import demand for dry-bulk commodities generally continues
to grow. Being the fourth largest steel producer worldwide, India is also increasingly



importing coking coal, a trend set to continue in the coming years due to the planned
increase in steelmaking capacity.

Dry cargo: Minor bulks

1.16 In 2013, growth in minor-bulks trade decelerated to 3.9 per cent (Clarkson
Research Services, 2014), with total volumes averaging 1.4 billion tonnes. Of this total, 44
per cent was accounted for by metals and minerals (for example, cement, nickel ore,
anthracite), 34 per cent by manufactures (that is, forest and steel products) and 21.9 per
cent by agribulks (for example, sugar). Metals and minerals recorded the fastest growth (6
per cent) followed by manufactures (3.7 per cent) and agribulks, which remained flat owing
to reduced oilseed/meal trade and limited sugar-trade growth.

Other dry cargo: Containerized trade

1.17 Global containerized trade grew by 4.6 per cent in 2013 taking total volumes
to 160 million TEUs, up from 153 million TEUs in 2012. Overall, containerized trade flows in
2013 unfolded in the context of (a) further cascading of larger tonnage down from the main
lanes to smaller and secondary routes, (b) greater uptake of slow steaming which started in
2007 in response to a rapid increase in bunker prices with a view to address capacity
oversupply, and (c) continued efforts to build alliances. Building shipping alliances, in
particular, is becoming an important strategy for ship owners to control costs and maximize
capacity utilization on larger ships, as illustrated by the alliance building activity and service-

cooperation agreements between carriers in 2013.



1.2 India: Seaborne Cargo Traffic
1.2. The growth in India’s GDP, Port traffic and growth in World output, export volume
and seaborne trade (loadings and unloading) since 2007-08 is given in Chart 1.

2. India’s Maritime Trade

2.1 India’s maritime trade comprises of export-import trade in various bulk and non-bulk
commodities. Over the last decade, since the launch of economic reforms, there has been
a steady increase in handling of cargo traffic at Indian ports. Though India’s share in global
exports is about 1%, export growth has shown vigour and vitality over the last few years.
To sustain the momentum of exports and improve competitiveness the country would need

adequate and efficient infrastructure in terms of ports and maritime services.
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Indian Shipping Share in the Total Overseas Cargo Carried

2.2 During 2013-14, the total overseas cargo handled at Indian ports was placed at
811.11 million tonnes. The share of Indian Flag vessels in carrying this total cargo is

summarized in Table 2A.

2.3 It is observed that the share of overseas cargo carried by Indian flag vessels varies
across different categories of cargo. At an aggregate level, Indian Flag Vessels carried
8.5% of the country’s overseas cargo during 2013-14 as against 9.1% in 2012-13.

3. PORT INFRASTRUCTURE

3.1 Ports are economic and service provision units of a remarkable importance since they
act as a place for the interchange of two transport modes, maritime and land, whether by
rail or road. Therefore, the essential aspect of ports lies in their intermodal nature. India has
a coast-line of around 7517 Kms with 12 major ports and 200 notified non-major ports along
the coast-line and sea-islands.

4. TOTAL TRAFFIC

4.1 The total cargo handled at Indian Ports (major and non-major) increased to 972.46
million tonnes in 2013-14 from 933.75 million tonnes in 2012-13 reflecting increase of 4.2%
during 2013-14. India’s major ports handled more than 57% of the cargo handled at Indian
ports. The growth profile of cargo throughput at India’s major and minor ports in terms of
their coastal and overseas trade during 2010-11 to 2013-14 is given in the Table: 3.

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4.2 The period 2000-01 to 2013-14 saw compound annual growth rate (CAGR) of 8.07% in

total cargo throughput at Indian ports. During this period, the annual growth of 28.67% in

Cargo handled at non-major ports was more than 3 times the growth in cargo traffic at major

ports of 7.76%. However, the growth in cargo handled by major and non-major port during
2013-14 was 1.77% and 7.49% respectively.

5. SHARE OF MARITIME STATES IN TOTAL SEABORNE CARGO

TRAFFIC

5.1 The share of major maritime States of India in cargo handled is given in Table 4.

5.2  Amongst the States, Gujarat has emerged as the premier maritime State in terms of
port traffic and accounted for 40.8% of the total cargo handled at Indian ports. It is also
noteworthy that more than 74% of the cargo handled by non-major ports pertains to the
State of Gujarat. In terms of total port traffic, Gujarat is followed by Maharashtra, Andhra
Pradesh and Tamil Nadu with their respective shares of 15.0%, 12.1% and 11.1%

respectively in India’s total seaborne traffic.

Composition of Cargo throughput at all Ports

5.3 Commodity-wise traffic handled, in respect of principal commodities, by all the ports

(major & non-major) in India during the last few years are presented in Table 5.

5.4 The commodity composition of the total traffic at Indian Ports has shown marginal
changes over the years. POL & its products continue to be the single largest commodity
handled by the ports, constituting 36.7% of the total seaborne traffic followed by Coal
(23.7%), Iron Ore (4.4%) and Fertilizer & Fertilizer Raw Material (2.6%) in 2013-14.
General cargo comprising of container cargo and break bulk constituted 23% of the cargo.
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C. PERFORMANCE OF MAJOR PORTS

6. CARGO TRAFFIC HANDLED

6.1 The twelve major ports in India handled more than 57% of the maritime cargo traffic of
the country in 2013-14. Traffic handled at the major ports has been increasing over the
years in tandem with the economic activity and volume of trade turnover. The total traffic
handled by the major ports has recorded nearly threefold increase from 195.9 million tonnes
in 1994-95 to 555.49 million tonnes in 2013-14 (Chart 3).

6.2 Cargo handling capacity at major ports has also risen with traffic. The capacity which
was placed at 174.0 million tonnes at the end of 1994-95 has increased to a level of 800.52

million tonnes at the end of 2013-14.

6.3 The capacity addition and the productivity improvements achieved by the major ports
coupled with growing participation of Private Sector in cargo handling have had a

favourable impact on efficiency of cargo handling operations at India’s major ports. The

capacity utilization which was 112.6 % in 1994-95, remained above 100% thereafter till
1999-2000. The capacity utilization at Major ports from 1994-95 till 1999-2000 and
subsequent years till 2013-14 is present in Chart-3A.




7. MAJOR PORTS: CARGO TRAFFIC IN TERMS OF OVERSEAS AND COASTAL
TRAFFIC

7.1 The overseas and coastal cargo handled during 2013-14 by major ports was of the
order of 440.83 million tonnes and 114.66 million tonnes respectively. The Overseas Cargo
traffic increased by 0.5% in 2013-14. The Coastal cargo traffic growth was 7.1% in 2013-14
over 2012-13.

7.2 The Cargo traffic in terms of coastal and overseas categories at Major Ports in 2013-14
is given in Table 6. Amongst the major ports, Kandla Port accounted for the highest share of
15.7% in the total cargo traffic at all major ports during 2013-14 followed by Paradip, J. L.
Nehru, Mumbai Port, Vishakhapatnam and Chennai, NMPT, Tuticorin, Haldia Dock
Complex. The cargo traffic at Cochin, Ennore, Mormugao and Kolkata Dock System (KDS)
had a share of less than 5% each during the same period. The Cargo traffic at all the Ports
except for Ennore Port was overwhelmingly outward oriented with overseas cargo

accounting for the larger share in the total cargo handled at the port.

7.3 Port-wise analysis of the traffic growth indicates that Ennore Port

year on year growth of 52.7 % during 2013-14 followed by Paradip (20.2%), KDS ( 8.9%),
New Mangalore (6.4%), Cochin (5.3%), Mumbai (2.0%), HDC ( 1.5%) and Tuticorin (1.2%).
Other major ports recorded negative growth during 2013-14.

8. COMMODITY-WISE TRAFFIC

8.1 Commodity-wise break-up of traffic handled at the major ports in India during 2003-

04 through 2013-14 is given in Table 7.

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8.2 Highest year-on-year growth in traffic during 2013-14, among the principal
commodities, is seen in the case of Coal (20.1%) followed by Fertilizer FRM (4.2%). Traffic
growth for Food grains, Fertilizer, Iron Ore, Other Cargo and POL was negative in 2013-14
at 27.4%, 17.7%, 9.8%, 1.2% and 0.1% respectively.

8.3 In respect of the traffic at Major ports, it is also observed that 92% of the traffic
handled during 2013-14 was accounted by three commodities viz. Other cargo including
Containers (40.9%), POL & Products (32.6%) and Coal (18.8%).

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9. CONTAINER TRAFFIC

9.1 Containerization started in India in 1973 in a limited way with the creation of interim
container handling facilities at Mumbai and Cochin Ports. Since then, container traffic has
steadily increased over the years, in tune with the increasing use of containers in
international trade. Container traffic has experienced about seven fold increase from 1.05
million Twenty Feet Equivalent Units (TEUs) (13.08 million tonnes) in 1993-94 to 7.4 million
TEUs (114.67 million tonnes) in 2013-14. (Chart-5). Over the same period non-
containerized cargo grew from 166 million tonnes to 440.82 million tonnes i.e. about three
fold increases.
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9.2  The growth in container traffic at the container handling ports of the country is given
in Table 8.

9.3 The share of JNPT during 2013-14 in total container traffic at 55.8% in (TEUs) and
48.2% (in tonnage) makes it the premier container port in India. Other important container
handling ports, in the order of their share in India’s total container traffic in terms of TEUs
were Chennai (19.7%), Tuticorin (6.8%), Kolkata D S (6.0%), Cochin (4.6%) and




Vishakhapatnam (3.5%). The share of Mumbai Port in container traffic has seen a decline
from 38.7% in 1994-95 to less than one per cent from 2010-11 onwards due to diversion of
container traffic to JNPT. During 2013-14 also, the share of Mumbai Port in container traffic
was less than one per cent. Concomitantly, the share of INPT has surged ahead from 19.4%
to 55.8% during the same period (Chart 6).

10. Capacity Utilization

10.1  Over the years, cargo handling capacity of major ports has steadily increased to
cater to the growing volume of internal and external trade. The capacity of the ports which
was 172.59 million tonnes at the end of 1993-94 increased to a level of 800.52 million
tonnes at the end of 2013-14. The port-wise capacity and traffic for 2013-14 is brought out
in Table 9.

11 Average Pre-berthing Detention

11.1

The average overall pre berthing detention time for all major ports has declined from

2.2 days in 1990-91 to 1.63 days in 2008-09. However, in 2009-10 and 2010-11, the
average PBDT edged up to 2.16 days and 2.32 days respectively. There after the average

PBDT has been declining and was at 1.48 days during 2013-14. In contrast, average PBDT

on port account has seen a sharper decline from 2.10 days in 1990-91 to 0.5 day in 2010-11.

Average PBDT on port account remained same at 0.5 day in 2011-12 and 2012-13 and

declined to 0.27 day in 2013-14. Port-wise PBD for select years is indicated in Table 10.

11.2 During 2013-14, all the Major Ports except Paradip and Ennore experienced drop in
pre-berthing detention of vessels. Data on PBD for different types of vessels indicate that in
2013-14, the PBD was the least (0.37 days ) in the case of container vessels followed by
break bulk ( 1.52 days), liquid bulk vessels ( 1.81 days), dry bulk (Mechanical) ( 1.86 days)
and dry bulk ( Conventional ) (2.10 days).

11.3 The trajectory of weighted average of pre berthing detention time at Major ports- total
and on port account during 1990-91, 1995-96, 2000-01, 2005-06 onwards is shown in
Chart 7 below.

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12 Average Turn-Round Time (TRT)

12.1 This parameter has improved significantly during the past one and half decades for
all the major ports. Average TRT for all major ports improved from 8.10 days in 1990-91 to
3.63 days in 2005-06. Thereafter the TRT has increased steadily to 5.29 days in 2010-11.
In 2011-12, the average TRT declined to 4.56 days and further to 4.29 days in 2012-13 and
3.84 in 2013-14. The TRT varied in a range between 1.76 days at Cochin Port to 5.66 at
Kandla. Amongst the 12 major ports improvement in TRT during 2013-14 in comparison to

2012-13 is reflected in all Major Ports except Paradip, Ennore and Cochin Ports.

12.2 The data on TRT for different types of vessels indicate that in 2013-14, the average
TRT was least in case of container vessels ( 1.67 days) followed by liquid bulk ( 3.46 days),



dry bulk (Mech) (4.29 days), break bulk ( 5.29 days) and dry bulk ( Conv.) (6.21 days). Port-
wise TRT for select years are given in Table 11.

12.3 The path of turn round time at major ports for select years since 1990-91 to 2013-14
is presented in the Chart -8 below.

12.4 The TRT is influenced by a number of factors like type of cargo, parcel size, PBD,
entrance channel, etc. During 2013-14, average parcel size has increased for all the
categories except for dry bulk (Mech.) where as average TRT has decreased for all types of
vessels except liquid bulk. Available data on type of vessels and average parcel size vis-a-
vis Average TRT is indicated in Table 12.

13 Average Output per Ship Berth-day

13.1 During the last 20 years this indicator has seen a tremendous improvement. Average
Output per Ship Berth-day has increased to almost four times from 3,372 tonnes in 1990-91
to 12179 tonnes in 2013-14 for major ports. However, average output per Ship Berth-day is
marked by substantial variation across major ports ranging from a high 23014 tonnes in
case of JLNP to a low of 2963 tonnes at Kolkata Dock System during 2013-14. This
variation reflects the type of cargo being handled, level of mechanization and labour
practices. Amongst the 12 major ports improvement in average Output Per Ship Berth-day
during 2013-14 as compared to 2012-13 is visible in all the ports except Ennore, Mormugao,
and Mumbai. Port-wise average output per Ship Berth-day for select years and latest period
are given in Table: 13.

13.2 As compared to 2012-13, the increase in average output per Ship Berth-day (all major ports)
in 2013-14 was of the order of 3.1%. An important determinant of output per Ship Berth-day is the
composition of traffic at the port. The average out-put per Ship Berth-day by types of vessels in
2013-14 and 2012-13 at major ports is presented below in Table-14.

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D.PERFORMANCE OF NON-MAJOR PORTS

14. CARGO TRAFFIC HANDLED

14.1 There are 200 non-major ports situated along the peninsula coast-line and sea-islands.
These ports are located in Gujarat (41), Maharashtra (48), Goa (5), Daman & Diu (2),
Karnataka (11), Kerala (17), Lakshdweep (10), Tamilnadu (15), Puducherry (2), Andhra
Pradesh (12), Orissa (13), West Bengal (1) and Andaman & Nicobar Island (23). Out of
these 200 Non-major ports, only some ports are well developed and provide all-weather
berthing facilities for cargo handling. In 2013-14, only 69 Non-major Ports were reported to

have handled cargo traffic.

14.2 The effectiveness of non-major ports in meeting the growing volume of cargo traffic
in the backdrop of saturation of existing capacities at the major ports cannot be overlooked.
Recognizing the importance of non-major ports, maritime states have launched initiatives
for their development, through the participation of private sector. This has led to significant

growth in the cargo traffic handled by the non-major ports in the past few years.

14.3  Non-major ports in India collectively handled 416.97 million tonnes of traffic during
the year 2013-14 as compared to 387.92 million tonnes of cargo handled in 2012-13
(Chart-9). The year-on-year growth in traffic in 2013-14 was 7.5% as compared to 9.7% in
2012-13. At a disaggregated level, the overseas cargo traffic increased by 11.2% in 2013-
14 compared to an increase of 10.8% recorded in 2012-13. Coastal cargo traffic declined by
15.1% in 2013-14 compared to an increase of 3.4 % in 2012-13.

14.5 POL & its products (40.7%) was the single largest commodity handled at non major
ports in 2013-14 and its share has ranged between 44 to 48% (in 2005-06 to 2012-13). Itis
observed that during the previous three years, the relative shares of commodities in the
cargo basket have not shown any pronounced shift. However, during 2013-14 the share of
Coal in the total traffic was 30.3% followed by Others (18.3%), Iron ore (4.4%) and Fertilizer
& FRM (2.9%).

The overall increase of 7.5% in cargo handled at non-major ports during 2013-14 was
mainly driven by traffic growth in Gujarat, Andhra Pradesh and Maharashtra, Though the
Cargo handled at the non major ports in Goa, Tamil Nadu and Karnataka have witnessed
negative growth of 91.6%, 6.9% and 16.6% respectively, the impact on the total traffic
handled by Non-Major Ports is not significant due to low share of these States in the total
traffic handled during the year being negligible. The share of traffic handled by non-major

ports in the maritime states is given in Table 17.

15.2 Gujarat continues to be the leading maritime State, accounting for more than 74% of
the total non-major port cargo traffic in 2013-14. The other major contributing States to the
cargo traffic at non-major ports during 2013-14 were: Andhra Pradesh (14.1%), and
Maharashtra (5.9%). The contribution of Tamil Nadu (0.2%), Karnataka (0.1%) and Goa
(0.1%) was negligible.

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16. CARGO TRAFFIC HANDLED - STATE-WISE ANALYSIS
16.1 GUJARAT

16.1.1 Gujarat is a principal maritime State with a natural coastline of about 1215 kms.
(16% of India’s total coast line). The State has 41 non-major ports which are under the
jurisdiction of Gujarat Maritime Board (GMB) since April, 1982. Out of 41 non-major ports,
traffic is handled through 17 non-major ports. The remaining 24 non-major ports are used
for fishing activities and have traffic only of small volume.

16.1.2 Gujarat has the advantage of a vast hinterland covering the Northern and Central
Indian States and as a result, there is high demand for the services offered by the non-
major ports in Gujarat. The participation of the private sector has been a significant

contributing factor in the development of non-major ports in Gujarat,

16.1.3 The total cargo traffic handled at the non-major ports of Gujarat during 2013-14 was
of the order of 309.95 million tonnes as against 287.82 million tonnes in 2012-13, reflecting
an increase of 7.7%. Non-major ports of Gujarat account for more than 74% of the total
cargo handled by non-major ports in India. Overseas traffic in 2013-14 was 283.37 million
tonnes with the remaining 26.58 million tonnes being coastal traffic. The traffic handled at
important non-major ports of Gujarat during the past few years is brought out in the Table -
18.

16.1.4 Sikka Port handled the highest cargo tonnage of 125.23 million tonnes in 2013-14
up from 124.52 million tonnes handled in 2012-13. This port accounted for 40% of the total
cargo handled by the non-major ports in Gujarat in 2013-14, and has witnessed increase in
the cargo traffic ever since the commissioning of Reliance Jamnagar maritime terminal
facility. More than 99% of the traffic handled at the port relates to POL & its products.
16.1.5 Gujarat Adani Port Ltd. (GAPL) handled 96.22 million tonnes (31%) of the total
cargo in 2013-14. Main commodities handled by GAPL port are POL & its products and
Coal.

16.1.6 Magdalla accounted for 19.54 million tonnes (6.3%) of the cargo traffic in 2013-14.
Major commodities handled by the port are Iron Ore, POL & its product, and Building
Material.

16.1.7 Dahej Port handled 21.62 million tonnes of cargo in 2013-14 with a share of 7.0% in
total traffic. The other important ports which showed increase in the cargo handled during
2013-14 were GAPL, Bedi, Pipavav and Jafarabad. Magdalla and Mul-Dwarka have shown
decrease in cargo traffic in 2013-14.

16.1.8 Commodity-wise analysis of the total cargo handled by the non-major ports in
Gujarat indicates that POL and other petroleum products continued to be the major
commodity handled. (Table 19).

POL & products accounted for 53.4% of the total cargo handled in 2013-14. This is followed
by Coal (21.2%), Building Material (2.7%), Iron Ore (1.7%) and Fertilizer & FRM (1.9%).

16.2 ANDHRA PRADESH

16.2.1 Andhra Pradesh is another important maritime State with a coast line of around 975
Kms. There are 12 non-major ports in Andhra Pradesh, of these, 5 ports normally handle
cargo traffic. The State has contributed 14.1% in the total traffic handled by all non-major

ports in the country during 2013-14.

16.2.2 Non-major ports in Andhra Pradesh collectively handled 58.69 million tonnes of
cargo during 2013-14 compared with 51.81 million tonnes in 2012-13 thus registering an
increase of 13.3% in traffic. The overseas traffic during 2013-14 was 51.86 million tonnes
(88.4% of the total cargo traffic in non major ports of Andhra Pradesh) and coastal traffic
was of the order of 6.84 million tonnes. Table 20 gives the port wise details of the cargo
handled at non-major ports in Andhra Pradesh during 2013-14 as well for the previous

years.

As seen from above Table 21, traffic in the Coal has shown an increasing trend over the
consecutive years till 2013-14. However, the trend for iron ore in has reversed sharply in
2010-11 due to ban on mining of Iron Ore in Karnataka.

16.3 MAHARASHTRA

16.3.1 Maharashtra has a coast line of around 653 Kms with 48 notified non-major ports.
Out of these only 12 ports handled cargo traffic during 2013-14.

16.3.2 The total cargo traffic handled at the non-major ports of Maharashtra during 2013-14
was 24.66 million tonnes compared with 24.20 million tonnes in 2012-13. This represents
an increase of 1.9%. Overseas traffic at 16.60 million tonnes has shown increase of 12.5%
from 14.76 million tonnes in 2012-13 whereas coastal traffic at 8.06 million tonnes has
declined by 14.6% from 9.44 million tonnes during the same period. The port-wise traffic at
non-major ports of Maharashtra is brought out in Table 22. Dharamtar is the leading non-
major port of Maharashtra with traffic of 10.18 million tonnes accounting for 41.3% of total
traffic at non major ports handled in the State. The other important non-major ports of
Maharashtra are Revdanda, Ulwa-Belapur and Ratnagiri.

16.4 GOA

16.4.1 Goa has a coastline of around 118 Kms. There are 5 non—major ports in Goa. Of
this only one port, Panaji normally handles cargo traffic.

16.4.2 Panaji port handled cargo traffic of 0.28 million tonnes during 2013-14 compared with
3.39 million tonnes handled in the previous year, reflecting a sharp decrease of about
91.7%. The commodity composition of traffic is brought out in Table 24.

16.5 KARNATAKA

16.5.1 Karnataka has a coastline of around 280 Kms. With 11 non-major ports. Out of

these 4 ports normally handle cargo traffic.

16.5.2 During 2013-14, non- major ports in the State handled 0.51 million tonnes of cargo
traffic as compared to 0.61 million tonnes in 2012-13 reflecting decrease of 16.4% over the
previous year. The port-wise traffic in Karnataka is given in Table 25.

Belekri, the leading port of Karnataka which handled 1.83 million tonnes of cargo during
2010-11 did not handle any cargo 2011-12 onwards due to ban on mining of Iron Ore in
Karnataka. The contribution of the Belekri to the total cargo handled by the non-major ports
of Karnataka was 59% in 2010-11. Karwar the second leading port of Karnataka which had
handled 1.13 million tonnes of cargo during 2010-11(36.4%), handled the major portion of
traffic ( 0.38 million tonnes) during 2013-14.

16.6 TAMIL NADU

tonnes of cargo traffic as compared to 0.93 million tonnes in the previous year. The port-
wise traffic is brought out in the Table 27.

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Appendix -1
PORT ORGANISATION IN INDIA

Ports are meant to provide sea-borne vessels some basic services such as dock,
harbour or berth facilities and landing facilities for the passengers and cargo. Apart from this,
Ports provide the basic services in the form of cranes, warehouses and labour for cargo
handling.

2. There are 12 Major Ports viz. Kandla, Mumbai, J.L.Nehru, Mormugao, New Mangalore,
Cochin, Tuticorin, Chennai, Ennore, Visakhapatnam, Paradip and Kolkata and 200
minor/intermediate ports situated along the coast line of about 7,521 Kms. and at sea islands.
Four of the major Ports viz. Mumbai, Calcutta, Chennai and Mormugao are more than 100
years old. Cochin and Visakhapatnam Ports have celebrated their Golden Jubilee. The Ports
of Kandla, Tuticorin, New Mangalore and Paradip were developed in the post independent
period and are, thus, relatively new. J. L. Nehru Port at Nhava Sheva became operational in
1989. Ennore Port Ltd. which was dedicated to the Nation in February, 2001, is the first
corporatised port registered under Companies Act, 1956.

3. Major Ports other than Ennore governed by the Major Port Trusts Act, 1963 and the
Indian Ports Act, 1908 and the rules and regulations framed thereunder.

4. Each Major Port has a Board of Trustees representing various interests connected with
the port operations and the shipping industry. The Chairman of each Major Port is appointed
by Central Government. Besides Chairman, the Port Trust Board comprises Deputy Chairman,
representatives of Customs, Railways, Defence, State Govt., Shipowners, Shippers, etc. All
members of the Board, other than the Chairman and the Deputy Chairman are part time
members.

5. Modernisation and development of Major Ports is a plan scheme. The Major Ports are
empowered to receive loans from Government, raise loans in the open market and levy rates
and fees for the services rendered. They are required to receive the prior approval of Central
Govt. for the scale of rates, annual budgets and submit Annual Administration Reports. Their
annual accounts are subject to audit by the Comptroller and Auditor General of India.

6. Ports mainly derive their revenue from cargo handled charges on the ships visiting
them, and other related charges. The main sources of revenue from cargo traffic are (l)
Wharfage/landing fees, cargo related charges, (ii) Crane hire charges, (iii) Rentals from
warehouses, (iv) Demurrage charges, (v) Charges for providing rail and other transport for the
cargo movement and providing water facilities for the visiting ships. Similarly the main sources
of revenue from ship traffic are (I) Port dues, (ii) Pilotage, (iii) Berth-hire, (iv) Survey and
measuring fees, (v) Ship repairs in dock areas.

7. The main activities of the Ports relate to (I) Maintenance of Port approaches, navigable
channels and along side berths, dredging, conservancy, hydrographic surveys, (ii) Light
houses and light vessels under the Port, (iii) Pilotage, towage, berthing and unberthing of
visiting ships, (iv) Handling warehousing and transportation of goods in Port area, (v) Civil,



mechanical and electrical engineering and maintenance of harbour crafts and plants, (vi) Fire-
fighting and fumigation, (vii) Storage, (vii) Medical, welfare & housing services, (ix)
Management of port properties and estates.

For its various activities, each Port engages different types of labour. The workers

employed by the Port authorities are generally known as ‘Port Workers’ and they work on
shore and for work on board the ship, workers registered with Dock Labour Board known as
‘Dock Labour’ are engaged.

Major Development in port sector

Privatisation of port facilities : The Government has laid down guidelines for private

sector participation in the port sector. Following areas have been identified.

i) Leasing out assets of the port.

1)) Construction and operation of container terminals, multipurpose cargo berths
and specialised cargo berths, warehousing, storage facilities, tank farms,
container freight stations, setting up of captive power plants etc.

iii) Leasing of equipment for cargo handling and leasing of floating crafts from the
private sector.

iv) Pilotage.

V) Captive facilities for port based industries.

Government have also issued guidelines on joint venture formation in Major Ports
which have come into force with effect from 1.9.2000. In order to attract private sector
investment, model bid documents have been finalised for private sector projects laying
down transparent bidding procedure, qualifications and selection criteria, bid evaluation
procedure, termination payment, dispute resolution process etc. and detailed terms and
conditions of the License Agreement, inter-alia, aiming at bankability, uniformity and
reduction in time taken to select private parties.

The powers of the port trust Boards have been increased to Rs. 50 crores in respect of
additions/modifications/new investments and to Rs. 150crores in case of
replacement/renewal of assets.

Maritime States Development Council (MSDC) : With a view to have an integrated
approach for the development of both Major and Minor Ports, a maritime States
Development Council was constituted under the Chairmanship of the Honourable
Minister of Shipping. The Ministers in-charge of Ports in all Maritime States, UT of
Pondicherry and A&N Administration, Daman & Diu and Lakshadweep are its
members.

Tariff Authority for Major Ports (TAMP) : The Major Port Trust Act, 1963 was
amended by Port Laws (Amendment) Act, 1997 (15 of 1997) to provide for an
independent Tariff Authority for Major Ports for fixing and revising the port tariff. An
independent authority for the above purpose has been set up on 10.4.1997. The Major
Port Trust Act, 1963 was further amended in the year 2000 for allowing major ports to
form joint ventures with minor/foreign ports as well as companies

Appendix - 2

DEFINITIONS OF TERMS USED

Outer line on the body of a ship upto which she submerges in
water with safety. It varies according to the seasons and
waters in which she plies.

The depth necessary to submerge a ship to their load line.

It is the number of tons of (2240 pounds) stores, fuel and
cargo that a ship can transport. This presents the actual
carrying capacity of a ship.

It applies to the vessels and not to cargo. It is the weight of the
volume occupied by the closed-in-spaces of a ship taking 100
cubic feet of such closed-in-spaces as equivalent to one
vessels ton. It thus refers to the cubic capacity of the vessels.

It refers to the earning space capacity of a ship available for
the storage of cargo and accommodation of passengers. It is
obtained by deducting from GRT the cubic capacity space
(taking 100 cubic feet = 1 ton) occupied by stores, fuel,
machinery, crew etc. which does not represent the earning
capacity of the ship.

A bulk cargo ship designed to carry ore and oil enabling there
by to be loaded in both directions.

Cargo ships constructed or adopted for the carriage in bulk of
liquid cargoes of an inflammable nature.

Any description of vessel provided with sufficient sail area for
navigation under sails along whether or not fitted with
mechanical means of propulsion and includes a rowing boat
or crane but does not include a pleasure craft.

It is frequently called a vehicle ferry. It is designed for the
conveyance of road vehicles and private cars. At each
terminal port, a tramp of link span is provided enabling the
vehicles to drive on or off the vessels, thereby eliminating
cranage and cargo handling (and also pilferage) and
permitting a quick turn round of the ships.

A day of occupation of a berth (quay or mooring) by a ship.

A day spent in harbour by a ship.

Gang is a group of workers formed as one unit for the purpose
of handling cargo in the act of discharging from or loading on
to the ship inside the ship inside the hatch-hold of the vessel
or in the deck as per necessity.

Refers to a gang (irrespective of number of persons in the
gang) working in one shift.

Number of hours per shift multiplied by number of gang shift.
The hire charges for providing a port crane for cargo handling.

A port charge on the ships for all cargo conveyed on over or
through a wharf/berth.
